POSTAL CLERKS
GET WAGE RAISE

Postoffice employes throughout the
territory who now receive not more
than $1000 a year are expected to
benefit by the new federal law pro-
viding for increases in pay of all gov-
ernment employes after July 1.

Although Postmaster D. H. Mae-
Adams said this morning he has not
yet recelved any notification from the
postoffice department at Washington
relative to increased pay for postal
employes in the islands, he had the
following to say:

“The last postal act, which I brought
with me from Washington, and which
| provides for the budget of the coming
fiscal vear (July 1, 1917, to Jumne 30,
1918), calls for increased compensa-
tion of postoffice employes. Those
who receive $480 salary or less a year
will be raised 15 per cent, while em-
ployes getting not less than $480 or
more than $1000 a year get a 10 per
cent increase.”

The postmaster says there are a
number of men in the loc | office who
now get from $800 to $900 a year, who
ghould benefit by the act, which does
rot specify that emplcyes shall be un
der civil service.
