TIRED OF WAR

Workmen and Soldiers Hope
for Joint Action to End Con-
flict, But Will Not Betray
Allies

PETROGRAD, Russia, June 27.—
The great congress of workmen, sol-
diers and deputies after prolonged dis-
cussion of what attitude should be
taken by the new Russian government
today, passed a resolution by an over-
whelming vote declaring against .a
separate armistice and peace, as Ger-
many desires. The Congress, how-
ever, declares that the earliest pos-
sible restoration of peace Is an im-
portant need of the revolutionary de-
mocracy.

The resolution says that the war is
exhausting all the people and bring-
Ing Russia to the edge of the economic
precipice. The congress believes that
the defeat of the belligerents would
be only a point of departure for fresh
wars, but says that a separate peace
would strengthen the ruling classes,
thereby hindering the internationall-
zation of workers,

The congress will send a delegation
to Sweden, France, and England to
prepare for an international confer.
ence on this basle.
