:A new aet of mjea for, the district
court of'Honoltui and the first of any
kind to be drafted for years, haa
been issued by Judge Harry Irwin.
Copies were seen in police court for
the first time today and will be post
ed In a conspicuous place. There
bo radical departure from the present
procedure of the court except a gen
eral tlshtenmg-u- p along air lmea, anc
especially in the matter of continu
ances. The rules were adopted at a
meeting with the Judge some time ago
of a commltteo of five attorneys
whom he aDDointed. They were At
torneys William Rawlins. Leon M

Straua. Georce K. French, . J. M. Ca
man and J. Liehtfoot The rules fol
low:

HERETO GHT M RAX FUGUE

Specialists Praise Work of Dr.
Norgaard; Confident of Ex-

terminating Pest

Satisfied that all that can be done
to meet the dangers of the present
anthrax epidemic in the islands, yet
ready with the training of recent ex-

perience among the great herds of the
mainland to add their knowledge to
the fight against the plague. Dr. J. A.
Edmonds and Dr. Cyril Goldlng, both
of California, who arrived In Honolulu
this morning on the Maul, have start-
ed to work.

"Vaccination of the cattle, with the
anthrax serum, a rigid quarantine,
and sanitation which includes the
burning of all bodies of animals which
have died of the disease, are the
means of attack against the disease,"
said Dr. Goldlng this afternoon.

"With rigorous action along these
lines there .is no reason why we
should not soon overtake it," contin-
ued Dr. Goldlng. "There lsot much
else to be done than haa been done

ably go through without much discus-
sion.

Whether the mayor shall appoint
the standing committees or the rules
placing the power in the hands of the
pbard is apt to be. subject to a clash
between the Bourbons and the Repub-
lican members.

Whether the Democrats will move
to take the list of Mayor Fern's ap-
pointments off the table could not be
learned, but such an action Is antici-
pated. If it Is done the Republican
members pay they will disapprove the
appointments.
