purpose of H. B. 4722.

"All the 17 members of the ter
ritories committee were present at
this hearine. but. as I remember, tne
only Honolulans present besiTJes my- -

selft were CoL Charles Mccartny,
treasurer, and Jack Desha, the dele- -

zate's secretary, who happened to
come In for a few moments during
the session."

The commissioner says the purpose
nf tho bill ia to ret a better and more
Dermanent class of homesteaders and
to bring under cultivation arable
lands that are not now producing
Rtjur. "Territorial Income, as an off
set to our bonded indebtedness, must
come from the sugar lands, the main
stay of the Islands, for the only other
Income is from direct taxation," he
affirms.

Congressman Johnson of Washing
ton was the only member of the com-

mittee who was critical of the home-
stead bill although all the members
took an intelligent interest in the
hearing on the proposed measure, he
cays.

No recommendation has been made
regarding the bill by the territorial
committee, principally due to the
pressure of war matters on congress.

"The Democratic members of both
houses of congress," he says, "have
agreed to press no bills that are not
concerned with food conditions, finan-
cial measures or other actions de-

manding quick disposition due to the
war emergency. The only exception
to this is on the recommendation of
the president,, and, of course, we
would not ask for a recommendation
from tho nrpufdent on thl hllL al
though it is distantly connected with
the food question."

In the appointment yesterday of H.
Gocding Field aa its permanent audi-
tor, tbe public utilities commission
has begun a movement toward revo
lutionizing the conduct of its bus!
ness.

According to Chairman W. T. Car
den periodical audits of the various
utility corporations will be made, and
this work will be. in Field's hands.
His salary will be $350 a month, be-

"It will prove cheaper, more con

venient and more expeditious for the
commission to have a permanent au-
ditor Instead of hiring one at a tem-
porary and higher salary each time
an audit-I- s made," says Carden.

"One of the first steps will be the
Issuance of a uniform system of ac-
counts in order to secure standard
ization of accounting methods fox
utility corporations. A start has al
ready been made in this direction in
the establishing of such a system for
telephone companies.
