Machinery Crippled

"The day that the war begaji the
Minnesota was in the Atlantic, with
disabled machinery. She picked up
the distress signals of several vessela
that had fallen victim to German ruth-lessnes- s,

but Captain Garlich could
give no succor.

"After three days the Minnesota got
to Portland, Me. She fouled her an-

chor with the mines protecting the
harbor, but none of them exploded.

'"In the eighteen days required for
repairs the Germans had learned of
the vessel's whereabouts, and word
reached Captain Garlich that a sub-
marine waited outside for him, with
orders to sink his ship at all costs.

"An aviator was shipped as a mem-
ber of the crew, according to the let-
ter, and for several days preceding
the voyage he scouted the ocean care-
fully in search of a submersible.

"One dark night the Minnesota
6teamed quietly from the harbor, with
two American destroyers as a convoy.
These kept a close watch al night,
aided by the aviator in the daytime;
everything' as darkened at night;
and Enghiijdwaa xeacb&t iaaiatyJ
while in IhesEnglisU port no member
or the creW; was allowed to mail so
rBuchiftaapoetajl dud. .

: - "The , Germans, foiled ' once, ' were
more determined than ever to get the
.Minnesota on the return voyage. The
same destroyers acted as convoy, and
tha crew .slept ' for the first three
nights In their clothes and life belts.

"It was on the second day that a
periscope, appeared. But . the naval
gun crew aboard the Minnesota were
on the lookout, and they sent the subma-

rine-scurrying to safety below the
waves with a well placed shot.

"Dr. Henry Esmond, who left San
Francisco "as- - the Minnesota's sur-
geon, entered the military service in
England, and js now a captain on the
French front, according to Harris let-
ter.

J tration. An alien must have a pass- -

lcrt or like document from his oou- -

sul. and if in the draft age a regis
tration card also. In Canada no succ
regulations are in force, and passen-
gers can leave without any of these
formalities or hindrances.

The steamship men here do not
protest against the regulations laid,
down by the department of commerce,
but they do believe that some regula-
tions should obtain in Canada which
approximate those in force here, so
that the British lines out of the Do-

minion would not have such an ad-
vantage as they do now.

Many travelers who would leave
here for the Orient by ihe Pacific
Mail, T. K. K. or China Mail go to
Vancouver to embark, it is said, and
those bound for Australia who would
take the Oceanic line out of San Fran
cisco go to Vancouver and leave by
the vessels of the Union line, all on
account of the passport regulation
here.
