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After traveling more than 100 feet
the big brick warehouse of Theo. H.
Davies ft Co. which was at the foot
of Bishop street has reached its new
location ewa of the old site and
that remains now to construct the
foundation.

Is estimated the building weighs
1400 tons, and was moved without
mishap. It is the first time suchan undertakinz has been
in Hawaii although It is common
enough on the mainland.

The work was unusual in that the
; entire three stories- - in
ueigni ana constructed of brick, was
removed to the new location without
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the loosening of a single brick. The

jacks one-eight- h of an inch at a
time.

A donkey engine was the power
used to move the building, which
was hauled 30 feet a day. At the
new site a new foundation was con-
structed under, it.

Under the building were placed 12
by 12 timbers which rested on rollers
and the whole structure moved along
as easily as a frame building.

D. and T. Sullivan of San Fran-
cisco are the contractors moving the
warehouse, and O. G. Traphagen, for-
merly of Honolulu, Is the architect
T. Sullivan, with Fred Harrison as
an assistant, was directly in charge
of the work.

Contemplating a growth In size
which will necessitate a much larger
equipment, the trustees and . faculty
of Oafcn College are brti&ns Good
hue here for the purpose of going
over the grounds of. the school and
the buildings and organizing a scheme
of building on the campus which will
combine both beauty and utility.

The B. P. TMrtngm donation of
$75,000, which was made about a year
ago, will be the nucleus of a fund
which will probably be spent in build-
ing an assembly halL At present
there is no hall in all the buildings
of the school where both the pupils
of the preparatory school, whose en
rollment Is approximately 500, and the
Ktudenta.of the academy, whose en
rollment Is about 250, can meet to-

gether. That such a hall Is needed
when distinguished speakers are
available, and for school exercises in
the opinion of the faculty. Just where
such a hall would go and what would
be the nature of its architecture is
still a much mooted question.

Although many ideas concerning the
general scheme of building have been
suggested by the trustees, nothing
definite has been choeen. This will
be left largely to Goodhue, who Is both
an architect and landscape gardener,
and an experienced man in this work.
