GARDEN CONTEST
HIGHLY PRAISE

Gave Impetus to Local Food
Production, Says Report of
Experiment Station

That interest in all branches of (o
production duriny the year was giv¢

“an important impetus by the schoo!|

garden and home garden contests
conducted by the Honolulu Star-Bulle
tin,” earlier in the vear, is the slate
ment of J. E. Higgins in his annual
report to Washington, which is being
published in the annual report of the
United States experiment station.

“These contests had a very marked
influence in stimulating Interest in
the production of vegetables, not only
in the school gardens aud in the yards
surrounding the homes of the children
but in many cases the children cor
ducted gardens nearly a mile away
from their homes, traveling back andg
forth on foot to keep their growing
rrops in good condition.,” writes Mr
Hlizgins.

“The influence extended to other
neighboring homes and it has been
common to {ind gardens springing up
about homes where there were no
children at school as a result of the
vresence of some successful pupil's
garden in the vicinity.

“All this work was a fitting prepara-
tiva for the emergency [ood campaign
which started vigorous!y in the latte:
part of the third quarter of the year
and continues at the time of the pres
ent writing. The need four larger na-
tional production is being emphasize:
here and the undesirability of import.
ing such a large amount of the food-
stuffs which are consumed 1n these
islands.

‘“Vegetable gardens have sprung up
everywhere and larger plantings of
the staple vegetables, such as swee:
potatoes, Irish potatoes and beans, are
in evidence in many places. The di
vision of horticulture has been able tc
render some assistance in this work
by means of addresses before various
organizations desirous of acquiring
knowledge of methods of growing food
crops and a short series of lectures
given to the Women's Navy League.”

Increase in the number of inquiries
over the telephone and in letters for
information concerning the ptanting
of crops is takem as one indication of
the imcreased amount of interest ia
food production in the city. By dis
seminating information verbally to in-
dividuals and organizations like the
boy scouts, and in written charts, the
horticultural division aided consider
ably in the increased food production

Free distribution of hundreds of
plants of tomatoes, papsias, roselle
and sweet potato, besides others, has
gone on during the year. A limited
aumber of plants have -been given to
ekch “person, and the number of indi-
‘viduals who have taken advantage of
‘ﬂil opportanity. are meay.
