ness to the list of commodities for
which export licenses are required.
In this way the government would
have at all times a general check
on the exportation of gold, which has
for several months been going out in
constantly Increasing quantities to
Japan.

MORE BILLIONS TO
HELP PROSECUTE WAR

WASHINGTON, D. C, Aug: 28 Two

billions ot bonds may be added to the
amount authorized to be borrowed by
the government in the legislation of
the present congress, it was announced
last night, This , would make a grand
total of twenty-on- e tllllons tor the war
expenses. .

ISHII EXPLAINS AIMS
OF JAPANESE MISSION

(Associated Press by Cable)
' WASHINGTON, D. C August 28.
Viscount .shlL heading the Japanese
mission,: stated to the Associated
Press yesterday that since arriving in
the United States he had noticed in-

dications that the coming of the mis-

sion from Japan might be misinter-
preted, voiced throughout some of the
press comments.
Reasons Are Given N

"Our mission came to the United
States," he explained, "first to con-
vey to your president the apprecia-
tion and the congratulations of the
mikado and the Japanese nation on
the entrance of the United States
Into the war as one of the Allies.

The second object of our mission
has been to determine how best Japan
may cooperate with the United States.
"The sole purpose of our mission

is to further aid the cause of the Al-

lies by showing what we can do with
the help and cooperation of the
United States.
Motives Are Unselfish

"Japan is entirely unselfish in her
aims. We are fighting for a common
end with our European Allies and
now with America and we wish to
aid in the common effort against
autocracy."
