The next day we put on our uniforms
and went from bouse to house. There
were about 15,0oo people in the town,
fo It was quite a job. I first tried
our maids, but they wouldn't listen,
but I kept on talking and they began
to listen. Then they said they didn't
have any money, that the rich were j

going to do it all, and why should they
. take their money out of the hank. I
told them they could take one on the
Instalment plan, paying only a little
every month. Then I said that the
rich were subscribing all they could
but the others had to do a share. Then

. they said they got 3 per cent, interest
at the bank and that if they wanted
some money they could just draw It
out of the bank whenever they wanted ;

to. I replied that you. get more in-

terest In. Liberty Bonds than In your
bank, and that there would always be
a market for the bonds, and that
people would be glad to get them,

t The cook got one, but the others
didn't . They said they didn't have tho
money. Father offered to lend them
Borne and they could pay him back
w hen they wanted to, but still held
back. I told them that If the loan
didn't go through," the Germans would
think that wo weren't In earnest and
they would fight harder, and that the
war would be longer and most likely
their brothers and husbands would be
killed.

ing 10 aDOUi ijuuu. i was iar irom
the top of the list, of our troop, for
one boy got 48 subscriptions. There
were only 2 boys who gotiess than
10 In our whole troop. The best way
to do it Is to be persistent and pick
your arguments carefully and don't
miss a house. If there is one you can't
get to subscribe, tell your 'Patrol
Leader. May be he can get them to
subscribe. If you wear pour uniform
and tell them you are not trying to get

' any money out of it, just doing It for
the Government, they'll feel more
kindly to you because they're sort of
cross at having a boy come in asking
for money.
