War has given women a chance that
they never had before to achieve
financial independence. It is up to
them to decide wtoat use they will
make of this golden opportunity and
whether after the war is over they
will ink back again into their old
role of domestic mendicant, or ill paid
odd job doers, or not.

They are trying girls out as
clerks-i- n banks, as track walkers on
railroads, as, runners' on the elevators
in apartment houses and office build-
ings, as machinists in factories, and
whether or hot these girls hold their
places after the war and make these
avenues of occupation the road to
nnanciai independence ior women
forever after depends on how 'they do
their work. I.

These women are fighting, for the
democracy of their sex just as much
as the men in trenches are fighting
for the democracy of the world, and
if they fail to realize this and turn
cowards al quitters, they are just as
much traitors as any man is wins--de

serts because he is faint hearted, and
doesn't like the grime and sweat and
strain of battle.

Yhe rhief trouble with toe recruits
In this new industrial army of women
fa that thev do ' not like discipline.
Domestic life, which Is mostly run on
a "hlt-or-mi- ss platform, has not taught
them either accuracy or promptness,
and it la hard to make them accept
the rigid routine of business and un
derstand that accounts must absolute- -

lr balance' Instead of near balance,
and that machine work, that is almost
right Is altogether wrong.

One man who is employing a lot or
girls for the first time said' to me:

I find the eirls ouick to learn and
their work is quite as satisfactory as
that of men, but the trouble is you
hav to handle them with kid gloves.
If you dare to criticize a girl's work.
or speak to her about any fault, no
matter how kindly you do it, ' she
takes it as an insult and puts on her
hat and leaves. .

If women expect to keen their jobs
when the war - Is over and . the men
come back, they , will have to put the
soft: pedal on their perspnaiity. in
business no -- one tfinks about the In-

dividual, or cares about him, or her.
It's just the work, and there's no place
In work, for emotions, nor Is there any
time for diplomatic handling of any
body's little feelings. If the girls will
learn to cut out getting hurt and
angry when they are criticized, and
take the criticism in the helpful spirit
in which it is meant, they w ill be able
to hold'thel jobs. Not otherwise."

T asked the starter in a big office
building in which girls are being tried
out as elevator runners how he liked
them. Look at that girl make that
landing there. Didn't she do it like
a bird? And they are pretty to look
at, and more pol!te than the boys are,
but the d Ifflenity is they haven't
found out yet that ' when you under-tak-e

to do a thing you've got to be on.

the iob every day or else get out and
let somebody else do it.

"The girls stay away if they have
a headache, or if they've been to a
uartv the nisht before, or the weather
is too bad. That is. I mean some of
them. Of course there are girls who
are always Old Reliables and are here
to the minute. Maybe the others will
learn that work has to be done every
day, whether you feel like it or not,
and if they do the elevator girl has
come to stay."

This puts it up squarely to every
woman who has got a job to give to
her work the very best that is in her
to be faithful, reliable, patient and
reasonable, and to show that work is
sexless, and that a woman can do it as
well as a man. She owes this to her-
self and all the women that will come
after her. The war has opened the
door of opportunity to women, but the
hand of the working girl of today will
set It open forever or else slam it shut
In the face of future generations.

An urzent call for ambulance driv
ers for immediate service in France
has been sent out by the National

Applicants for the service must be
American citizens between the ages of
18 and 45 and must not be of German
parentage.. They must be members of
some tennislub. The accepted men
must proceed to New York at thpfr
own expense. There they wilt enlist
in me unuea states Ambulance corps
and will be sent to Allentown, Pa., for
intensive training. They will then h
sent to France for active service. As
the call is urgent and the men: leave
by the middle Of next week. Mr. Cantu
is anxious to hear from interested
men at onee.
