"The freight that is in San Fran-
cisco will have a chance to get here,"
he said, "and then, when the conges-
tion is relieved, they will probably
raise the embargo.

"Just what all the freight in San
Francisco is, nobody can guess; but 1

have an Idea that there Is not much
food freight included. In that case
one would naturally suppose we might
face a shortage here but as all the im-

porters of provisions do not ship di-

rect I do not think a food shortage
will take place. '

--Most of the local importers of pro
visions here have their goods shipped
to San Francisco to an agent there
who then reshlDs them to Honolulu
thus evading the temporary embargo
on through shipment from the East to
Honolulu.", ' ;

PLANS TO KEEP

UNFIT MEN OUT

OF CITY'S JOBS

Sn far Sumrvisor E. A. Mott- -

Smith stands alone in his plan to co
ordinate the city management, mau
Ing all departments answerable to one
head.

"I exoected ocnosition. he said re
cently. "I was pretty sure a general
cry would co un that the job wouia oe
too big for one man toa handle. But
that is all Doooycock. Although Hono
lulu city and county work takes in the
entire island, a great deal outsiae oi
Honolulu DroDer comes under terri
torial management. The engineer, as
the one person responsible for all the
city and county work, would have out
side the city limits only the handlin?
of public buildings, and the sewer and
water works, and some of tne roaa
work. By makine one man respons
ible for everything it would do awa7
with the conflict that goes on ail me
time among the heads of departments
and banish entirely petty politics. No
more men would be put into jobs for
whichrthev arn wholly unfit just De--

cause they happen to be a political
henchman for the head of some de--

Dartment No one who did not come
up to the engineer's efficiency require
ments could be employed.

'The superintendent of water and
sewerage, the superintendent or para
and playgrounds, as well as some of
the other heads of departments would
have to be continued, and the heads
made Tesponsible for the work under
them, and answerable to the engineer
ia fnr tht engineer himself, if hC

'proved inefficient, he would simply
have to go, and a man who could ao
the work nut in his place. I know the
work can be done by one man, aud I
believe our present engineer, Mr. Can-ti- n,

is the man. I have every confi-
dence in him, but I've told him frank-
ly that if he couldn't do the work h
wasn't the man.

"The board of supervisors would
still be the legislative heads of their
respective departments. I oont want
to take any of their work away from
them. Ben Hollinger thinks I do. 1

wouldn't take one bit . of Ben's work
away from him for anything. He's
doing it too well. He's doing splendid
work and he deserves, and I think he
has, the gratitude of the entire com
munity, particularly in connection
with the narks. I want him to keep

fit up; nobody could do it better.
"Under my plan the worK or tne

rftv wnuld be all centered. If it
should prove to the city's Interest , to
lay down a water main or a sewer
pipe in a certain district there would
not have to be the haggling that now
exists before the streets and road
heads would give their consent to
haye the work done. If an appropria
tion for certain work In any" depart- -

ment.was essential, it couia oe maae
without having to fight the heads ol
all the other departments who might,
atthat timehave each --some particty
lar but far less important something
under way foirwhich an appropriation
was desired. It is purely a move for
efficiency, and through I am going
to see how many of the board really
stand for efficiency." f - ;

Ben Hollinger says he can't see how
it can be done. "

"I believe in concentration of ef-

fort," he says. "I put my department,
parks, schools and playgrounds, under
one head, and it has proved a most
satisfactory move. But I do not think
one man should be given the responsi-
bility of the entire city and county of
Honolulu. The territory is too big. It
would give the engineer too much to
do,, and It Tjould leave the heads of
various departments, as well as the
supervisors, too little to do. We
would find ourselves unable to do any-
thing for the good of the community,"

FRANK GODFREY PASSES
SEVENTY-FIRS- T MILESTONE

(Contributed)
Prank Godfrey, the owner of the

fast disappearing ruins of old "Hono-
lulu Hale" and a well-know- n editor
and writerJn monarchical days, cele
brated his 71st birthday last Tuesaay.
Mr. Godfrey came to Hawaii some 40

years ago and commenced his labor in
Hawaii as editor of the, then weekly,
Pacific Commercial" Advertiser; suc
ceeding Harry L. Sheldon. The Ad-

vertiser was then lo-

cated in the same lot as "Honolulu
Hale." and adjoined that building. Mr.
Godfrey, who still attaches himself as
correspondent to the Guild of news-D- a

Dermen. has been editor'of the Ad
vertiser, Evening Bulletin, Independ
ent. Paradise of the Pacific, associate
editor of the Hawaiian Gazette and
was the first representative of the As-

sociated Press in Hawaii. Mr. God-

frey was, however, the projector of
the Daily Pacific Commercial Adver-
tiser under the auspices of Walter
Murray Gibson, owner, and Fred H.
Hayselden, business manager, Henry
Smith," now of the judicial department.

Advertiser a snort time previous.
During his editorship of the Evening

Bulletin, more, than five years ago,
during the stormy times of successive
revolutions, Mr. Godfrey was arrested
hy an armed sergeant's guard, under
orders from the then provisional gov
ernment. A rope and lamp post were
suggested as a means of forcing out
the name of a suspected writer for
the paper, but the information was
not divulged nor did the rope and
lamp post come in use. He, in his
newspaper capacity, "covered" land
and sea fight at Diamond Head and
the night battle in Manoa dur
ing the Wilson emuete, being arrested
at the latter place for entering be-
tween the lines without military pass.
Mr. Godfrey was private secretary to
King Kalakua and was with that mon
arch at the time of his death in San
Francisco in 1891. He was associate
counsel with the late Hon. Paul Neu
mann at the trial of the. Queen. .The
