Sweden and the cause which has led up to the dissolution of the
Union :

For over four hundred years, from 1370 to 1814,
Norway was a province of Denmark. Against ber will
she was transferred to Sweden. Bernadotte, one of
Napoleon's marshals, who had been elected Crown
Prince of Sweden by the efforts of a coalition of nobles,
King Charles XIII beihg childless, united with Eng-
land to compel Denmark to make the transfer. In
1818, Bernadotte succeeded to the throne as Charles
XIV. He united the two countries, but each kept its
laws and its national legislature, with power to legis-
late for its own territory subject to the royal veto, and
representatives from each sat in the cabinet. Ever
since the union there has been a strong opposition to
it. Norway is more liberal, more democratic, as is na-
tural in a land of mountaineers, sailors, and fishermen.
The nationalist movement has been stimulated for
sentimental and poetical reasons by Norwegian writ-
ers. Norway is for free trade, Sweden for protection.
Since 1890 the Norwegian nationalists havo demanded
a separate Minister of Foreign Affairs and a separate
consular service. A bill for the latter purpose was
passed by the Norwegian Storthing, or national assem-
bly. It was vetoed by King Oscar II, one of the ablest
and most democratic of rulers. Thereupon the Storth-
ing declared th union dissolved. Sweden declined to
recognize the dissolution. Norway invited certain
royal families to furnish her with a king.

Recent despatches say that the German Emperor shows a de
cided sympathy towards Swedeu, while Russia who covets Scan
dinavia, is hardly in a position on account of the war with Japan
and the internal troubles, to take much of a hand in the controversy
so that possibly it may fall to tne lot of King Edward and the
German Emperor to name a ruler. Yet the controversy is of so
great importance that as one eastern paper says: ''It involves, or
may involve, the command of the Baltic and the exclusion of Rus-

sia therefrom. In snort, it is so dangerous that it will have to be
put to sleep.'' g

The
harbor will be have a uniform depth of
thirty-thre- e feet and with the breakwater
will permit of steamers and vessels of the
largest tonnage remaining at safe an
chorage in the heaviest weather, instead
of having to go out side as is now the
cafe.
