BY AUTHORITY

ORDINANCE No, 135,

AN ORDINANCHE PROVIDING CER-
TAIN RULES AND REGULATIONS
FOR AND IMPPOSING CERTAIN
RESTRICTIONS UTON THE USH
OF PUBLIC HIGHWAYS IN THE
COUNTY OF MAUL

Be It Ordained by the Doard of
Supervisora In and for the County of
Maul, Territory of Hawail:

That from and after the dete npon
which thiz ordinance becomes ef-
fective.

1. No person shall use, operate,
drive, propel or haul upon any public
highway of the County of Maui, any
truck, wagon, automobile, carvinge or
other vehlcle, or any plow, harrow,
agricultural implement, tractlon en-
gine, which is so constructed as fo
have exposod any points, espikes,
cleats, or projections or cutting sur-
faces which may or do cut, brenk or
tear the surface of such highway.

2. No plow, harrow, drag, scraper,
agrienlturnl implement or machine
having projecting points or cutiing
surfaces shall be hauled or dragged
upon any public highway of the county
of Maui without having such project-
ing points or cutting surfaces fully
and amply covered or profected In
such a manner ag not to hreak the
surface of guch public highway.

3. No poles, logs, timbers, pipes,
rods, ralls or heavy artlcles of any
nature or description shall be dragged
or hauled on any public highway of
the County of Maui in such manner
as to break the surface of such high-
way,

4, No wagon, automobile, truck,
auto-truck, or other vehicle ghall be
driven, hauled or propelled on any
public highway of the County of Mnul
unlegs the wheels thereof shall have
tires with uniform surfaces, (ree from
cleats or other projections which will
mar or break the surface of gnch high-
way, and no such wagon, automobile,
truck auto-truck, or other vehicle
which shall be equipped with what is
known as sectional block tires shall
be so driven, hauled or propelled with
any of such sectional blocks missing
or removed or so worn or hroken as
to present an uneven and unequal
surface of such tires to the said high-
way.

5. No tractor, traction engine,
plow, or other agricultural implement,
or vehicle of any description shall be
driven, hauled, trailed, or propelled
upon any publie highway of the Coun-
ty of Maui in such manner that either
or any of the wheels of such iractor,
traction engine, plow, or ather agrl-
cultural Implement, or vehicle, will
glip, slide or skid on the surface of
guch publie highway.

Provided, however, that where
necessary to prevent skiding or slip:
ping automobiles may nse chains or
other devices adopted for such pur-

pose
6. No tractor, tracilon engine,
“gooseneck” or ‘“‘undercut” wagon,

truck, or other vehicles shall be turn-
ed on any public highway in the Coun-
ty of Maul except in the are of a circle
the radius of which is greater than one
and a half the wheelbase of such
vehicle, wagon or truck.

who shall vielate any of the provisions
of this ordinance shall, upon convie-
tion thereof, pay a fine not to exceed
five hundred dollars, togcther with
costs of Court, and in event of non-
payment of such fine and costs shall
he Imprisoned until such fine or costs
shall have been discharged ns by law
provided.

This ordinance ghall become effece
tive from and after the date of I8
adoption by the Doard of Supervisors
of the County of Maul.
