PEANUT CROP IS8 SHORT

DALLAS, TEX. Jan. 20—(By As-
sociated Presg)—A shortage of pea-
nuts has resulted from unfavorahle
weather conditions in Texne last
suminer, according to big dealers
here. B. W. Higginbotham, one of
the leading buyers, said the Texas
crop this year would be only 25 per
cent of normil,

The severe drought last summer
prevented farmers from rasing more
than a small share of their usual
erop, . The drought was followed by
excessive ruins that caused damuge
before the peanuis had reached ma-
turity,

The government estimated showed
that 15,000,000 bushels of peanuts
were raised in Texas in 1917, One
sectlon which In 1917 produced 2,000
earloads, this year produced only 300
oarloads.

Conditions in eust and south Texas
were better than in northwest Texas
which heretofore has been the princi-

Have R(El_ Training

How Uncle Sam Is Planning To Make

" Handicapped Men Independent

“And Happy — There Are Many
Things Blind Men Can Learn

BALTIMORE, January 15—(Asso-
clated Press Correspendence) Seven:
ty-one of the 200 men of the Amer-
iean fishting forees who were blind.
ed in the war now are belng shelter-
|ed, treated of educated in the Red
|Cross Institute for the Blind at Balti-
lmnm The institution has been deslg-
|nated as a United States general hos-
pital and is called “Evergreen”. Col
|mml James Bordley, director of the
institute sald that all the Amerieans
blinded {n the war would be brought
here for a course of training ns this
was the only training schaol for the
blind maintained by the government.
He described the morale of the blind-
od men ag wonderful.

The men are first treated in the
hospital, says Colonel Bordley in o
statement, after which they are
|taught to use a typewriter and read
and write Braille—ragoed type for the

blind, Then they receive spoelal
training to develop the gense of
touch.

“After this fundamontal hand train.
ing, the men are given special educa-
Ition to fit them for the calling in
 which they are interesled and are
qualified successfully to follow"”, says
| the statement.,
| "Thus, those with Inclination and
|the inherent ability are trained for
such ocoupations as stenographers,
snleamen, corresoondents, retall store
managers, (In connection with this
| latter occupation, plans have been al-
ready made to open a chain of retail
gtores, ench of which will have =a
blind soldier as manager.)

“Those with a love of out-of-doors
and have a natural aptitude for out-
of-door life, will be trained for chick-
en ralsing, bhee-keeping, truck garden-
ing and guch like oecupations. Those of
guch ealibre and a montality that fiis
‘them for industrinl life are trained, nbt
merely in shop practite, but for some
particular job that they can fill and
in which they will feel happy.

“Men with a high quality of edues-
tion and ability that fits them for
professionnl life will be glven such
apecial education as will enable them
to follow their chosen career—such
&8 law, massage, literature.

“Men who know say that the blind
man s handicapped over the sighted,
30 perceni, The men gre being given
30 percent and more educational
training than their sighted fellow
workers, thercby minimizing this
handicap.

"While a2 man is being prepared for
this future eareer, the position for
which he is being*fitted is belng sec-
ured. In a word, he is helped to help
himself—he s encouraged to equip
himself to be a good citizen.”

The hospital is loeated upon the
large, adjoining estates of Mra. T.
Harrison Garrett and Richard H.
Pleasants on the northern outskirts
of the eity, which were loaned to the
government by their owners., The
buildings are hidden in the midst of
trees and gardens.
