Th (ollowing article wag printed in
the Star-Bulletin's, Wadnesday Issoe
with regard to the making of okolehao
stills, which The Maul News I8 re
printing for the benedit of those Maul
“atill” inclined, who may not
#e¢ the Honolulu article:

The manufacture of stills, to be
used in making liguor, I8 a crime
panishable by a severe fine and a term
of imprisonment, and 8.

Many Oriental tin-
Iﬁmlthp. he states, are making these
stills to meet the large demand. for
them, in ignorance of the facl that it
is n violation of the law.
