After walting for jany months the

Science Learned Much
From Recent Lava Flow

HILO, Nov. 2356--The mystoeries of iwa
Invi, the mechani=sm of s flow, and
Its behavier In motlon to a large ex-
tent have been solved by the recent
groat eruption ot Mauna Loa, one of
the voleanoes on thix island, accord
ing to Professor T. A, Jaggar, Jr.,
voleanologist

Alttough there has been ample op-
portunity o =tudy the mechanism of
pahoehoe, or soft lava fows, a-a, or
the rough variety, has been more or
less a gealed book o sclence, said
Professor Jugrar.

On his last trip Professor Jaggar
crossed the active fssure at a time
when acotivity wag confined to the one
large cone. Shortly aflerwards four
smaller cones south of the fountain
head burst Into life with a loud roar
Ing, puffing noise, and sent a stream
of luva westward, parnlleling that
from the main cone.

Along the eastern side of the flssure
the couniry was found to have bedn
bailt wp to a great height by the
carlier ouiput of cones now lifeless.
As the flow died away, the source re-
treated northward up the mountain.

The cone from which Issued the
greater bulk of the carlier Alika flow
is now dead, The professor climbed
this cone and looked down from its
topmost edge into & great amphit-
heater 300 feet deep and 1000 feet
wide,

After watching the two flows Pro-
fesgor Jagpar vertified by measure-
ments & conjecture which he first
made while observing the pulsations
of the Alika channel. He noted then
that the torrent of fire had moments
when the stream seemed to rise along
its whole length. Immediately it was
fuggested to him that the whole flow
was alive, the bed of the stream us
well as the river it bore. The rise, he
believedd, must be a rise of the bed
1tsell, heaved upward by pressare
from living depths below.

The basin receiving the present re-
duced outpouring, the professor said,
Ig of such extent that it could not be
flovded brimful before the first of next
year and before that time, judging
from the lessening activity, the pres-
ent great MNow of Mouna Loa will be
dead.
