county or the territorizl fair. No de-
partment attracted more genersl in-
{erest and attention and ho gullel‘}-‘_gf
he Territorinl Bullding was constanty
flelled with Interested vbservers. Coimn-
petition was keen and spirited and the
Judges often, put to It to come to de-
visions,

Specinl eredit is to be given Lo the
outlying schools, What to expect from
the larger schools was pretty well
known in advance. They surpassed
expectations. Noiling like the splen-
did shewing by the smaller and out-
lying schools had been expected. Fair
and school officinlg say they tairly
outdid themselvas.

In this issue only n summar of the
results will be underetaken but in
next issue Mzui Newg will run the tab-
ulated sttements of ghe score by
points of every schoel in each class.
