Council meeting held on Maui. There
have been meetings held previously,
but there was no real organization or
concerted action making towards
genuine Scouling as called for by the
National Council at New York.

Eventful Year, 1921

It hns been an eventful year, as It
wis the ushering in of a higher senge
of community obligation and demanid-
ing the best In leadership and ser
viee, It has been hard up hill work
ns conditions have been ever chang
ing, demanding new adaptations to
meet these conditions,

The Program

It was the ciase of selling the Doy
Scout Program, not anly to the peo
ple of Maui but to the boya them
selves,. Many altempts  lhad  been
made to organize and hold scout
troops and In many cases excollent
work had been accomplished, but ow-
Ing (o the lnck ol cooperption and o
good strong Council 1o keep in pers
sonal touch with the troops the move:
ment failed.

Leadership

It has pot been difficult to get the
boys interested in the Scout progrian,
but the great difficulty has been 1o
get the right class of men 1o give af
their time as Scoutmasters, The
Boy Scout who takes the solemn obli-
gation to keep limself physically
atrong, mentally awake, and morally
straight, has set for himsell a stand-
ard that will hold him true to the best

that Is in him. This ealls for a lead- !

ership of high Ideals and unselfish
charaecter, We have a number of this
type of men on Maul who would make
ideal scoutmasters. The problem is
to get them to see their opportunity
for a splendid serviee to the boyhood
of our community.

We are very fortunale in having
with us now a few of the men who

headed troops during the strenuous

times, and today they are at the Lead
of the procession.
The Gang and the Leader

Boy are naturally gangsiers. Whai
live, wide-awake He boy is satisfied
to stay at home or to dawdle about,
He eraves company like others of his
kind. This is the problem for us to
golve for him. What kind of a gang
shall he hive up with? See that he
gets into a gang that is under the
leadership of the right kind of a gang
leader. The Boy Scout Troop is the
answer.

1921 and Before

In November, 10821 there woere|
about four troops who were dolng o
half hearted sort of program. No
specially  arranged program  being
carried out and troop leaders or scout
masters were continually changing.
Naturally the boys were either dis-'
gusted or discouraged, and the troop
rapidly died,

Two of these troops in Walluku dis-
banded. At Puunene the program
had been headed up by a couple of
eamesl and thorough men and this
troop is now one ol the best on the
island.

Lahaina (roop I8 &  remarkable
troop. It has struggled on  for at
least three yeard, many times without
a scoutmaster. Today il has & mem
bership of over forty-four scouts, and
though without n scoutmaster nt the
present lime, the interest ig 8o keen
that the assistant scoutmasters with
the help of the commissioner are
holding them together in grea form,

Scoutmasters

Too much praise can not be given
to the men who have headed up the
troops and given of thelr time and in
many cases money.

They have stood by their troops|
through all its ups and downs. Sacri-
fices have been made and discourage
ments overcome. In no case has any
one been asked to contribute to the
upkeep of these troops. They eam
their own money to pay for their uni-
forms, flags and equipment. This is
the idea as tought us from National
Headquarters, Thrift, each scout to
stand on his own feel.

Registered Decembe: is@0 with a
membership of 21 scouts,

Pala has had a hard up hill grind
Many of the origihal members were
only joiners. It has had about three
different men a4 scoutmasters for
short terms only. Boys were hard
to interest, interest lagged, then the
troop slumped, It is now a wide-
awake troop, scouts are showing a
keen interest and passing tests con-
tinually. At present without a scout-
master.

No. 2 Puunene, Maui 2

Registered December 1920 with
a membership of 18 scouts. A steady
goahead troop. Mr. Martin was the
scoutmaster lor quite a time, he left
for one of the islands, the troop was
then taken over by Mr. Wm. Kan. It
is again under the leadership of Mr.
Martin, The two First Class Scouts
who qualify tonight are from this
troop.

No. 3 Wailuku, Maui 3

Registerad December 1920 with a
membership of 38 scouts by the end
of December 1921. It growth has
been very unsteady, up and down.

This troop has been reorganized three
times.

Registered April 1921 with a mem-
bership of 256 scoufts.
