| Association in a zone covering a
Isquare mile in the upper East Side.

The “base of operations” chosen for
the Association’s edueational cam-
paign, containg both tenement houses
and homes of working men in which,
it is estimated, 4,000 babies will be
born in 1922,

ORLANDO JOHN WHITEHEAD

Funeral services for 0. J. White
head whose death Iast Thurszday ul
fernoon was reported In this paper |
Friday, were held Friday afterncoon
with many sorrowing friends and fel- |
low lodge members in attendanoe.
Members of the masonic lodges,
Knights of Pythias and Foreste
lodges, of all of which Mr. Whitehead
was & member and of the Order of |
the Eastern Siar and the Pythian
Sisters gathered at the house before
3:30 at which hour a cortege  wins
formed and proceeded 1o Walluku !

For 28 years 0. J. Whitehead had
been a resident of the Islands and
during 23 of those years he was ael
ively connected with its military ar-|
fairs. He was a member of the Ha- |
waiian army in the monarchy days,
from 1804 to 1807, of the military oy
ganization between the overthrow of |
the monarchy and annexation and
then of the National Guard of which
he was a major when he retired in |
1887. He took part in the overthrow
of the monarchy and the exciting

Dodge, Iowa, September 24, 1878 was
eduemted In Nebraska and came (o -
wall in 1894, becoming connected with
Ewa plantation. Later he was with the
People's Ice Co., in  Honolulu, the |
predecessor of the Hawailan Eleciric
Co., with the Honoiulu Rapid Tran- |
sit Co., and was deputy warden of

the Oahu penetentiary. With his
family he came to Maul in 1909 to
enter business for himself and es

tablished a sewing machine ageney!
here which he conducted successfully
until his health failed him about three
