Florida is said to have " seceded," but as no

action of that kind has been submitted to a
popular vote, and the Convention which passed
the ordinance of secession, was elected upon

o short a notice, that the presumption that it
represented the popular will, Is exceedingly
light.

But even if this population of 78,686 free
persons, a mere handful, were ns unanimous,

i they are known to bo divided, upon this
question of secession, their views would be en
titled to little consideration, in contrast with
the magnitude of the reasons of policy which
induced the original purchase of Florida, aud
which have reconciled the country to the vast
expenses of defending it during the past forty
years.

The present issue is, not whether Florida
shall be permitted to secede, but whether the
United States, or the Southern Confederacy,
slrall possess a region, which has no population,
either entitled to control it, or having the power
to control it. Indeed the feebleness of Florida
ii so well understood, that it is already pro-

posed, in the event of its abandonment to the
Southern Confederacy, to divide it between
Georgia and Alabama.

Undoubtedly, the dynasty of Jeff. Davis &

Co. would be glad to control the naval station
of Pensacola, as a point of control over the
Gulf, but would it be safe to let them have it?

Censes op Slavery. During tho last de
cade, the increase of slaves in the
slave States, has been It per cent., while their
free population has increased 28 per cent
That is progress in a direction which under-

mines, and will finally destroy, the institution.
In the seceded 8tates, slaves have increased
31 per cent, while the free havo increased not
quite 33 per cent. This is a scarcely appre-

ciable step in the right direction, but it is not
a step in the wrong direction, which is con-

soling.
In all the slave States, slaves have increased

23 per cent, while the free have increased 29

per cent. In these States, during the decade
ending in 1850, slaves increased 29 per cent.,
while the free increased 34V per cent.

A Specimen Man. The Atlanta (Geo.)
gives the following account of the

services rendered to the cause of disunion by
one of the Southern agitators :

" C. G. Baylor is a native of Kentucky. He
became identified with Texas during the Mex-
ican war, having served in the regiment of Col.
Men, atterward uovernor ot the slate. At the
close of the war, Mr. Baylor was made a dis-

bursing officer in the pay deportment of the
United States army. From that position, he
was appointed consul to Amsterdam, in Hol-
land, and made his first movement for direct
trade in this State, while on a visit to this coun-
try, upon leave of absence. He was afterward

firomoted to the consulate of Manchester,
he investigated the subject of cot

ton yarns, and the capacity of the South to be-

come the spinner as well as the grower of the
cotton crop.

" Mr. Baylor was afterward appointed consul
to Cologne, in Prussia, which position hn re
signed upon Lincoln's election. lie will bo

recognised in Alabama as the nephew ot the
late Judge Walker R. Bailor, of that State,
and Judge R. E. B. Baylor, of Texas, tho
founder of the Baylor University, and a man
of distinction and piety. The subject of our
sketch is the brother of the gallant Col. John
R. Baylor, of Texas the first man to raise the
standard of resistance against Federal t) runny
and wrong, and who is now at the head of the
forces in Northwestern Texas. Mr. Baylor's
family is extensively connected throughout the
South, aud the name has figured honorably
in every stage of American and Southern pro-

gress. Mr. Baylor has always acted with the
State Rights party, and we remember him in
1850 as a supporter of Southern Rights priiici
pies. As a writer upon political economy, com-

merce, and finance, he is known to all the lead-
ing journalists in Europe and America. As the
builder up of the direct trade movement, in the
face of almost insurmountable difficulties, his
name has had an honorable place in the esteem
and good-wil- l of the Southern people. Mr. Bay-

lor's father was a surgeon in the United States
army, and resided in Adams county, near
Natchez. Miss., at the time of his death. The
Baylors are descendants of the Cavaliers of
tngiana, ana, HKe a great manyoiner larames,
inherit a natural antagonism to the Puritans."

This Mr. Baylor, who was for " Southern
rights," that is, for secession in 1850, and who

has been devoting his activity over since to
stimulating Southern passions by delusions in
respect to direct trade, has been, all the while,
in the enjoyment of lucrative offices given him
by a Government, the patronage of which bos
been systematically directed to fomenting dis-

union, ever since the surrender of President
Folk to the ramp of nullification. It is this

perversion of tho patronage of administrations

here, which nas been one of the most efficient
agents in briugiug about the preienl state of
things at tho South. Not a solitary appoint-
ment south of the Potomao has been made for

ten years, of which the recipient was not be

liejsd to bo in the Interest of the great con-

spiracy.

A MOTTO FOR THE SOUTHERN CON-

FEDERACY.
" It'eppears that among the weighty matters
which occupied the attention of the distin-

guished gentlemen composing the Montgomery
Convention, one of the most important was the
Sag under which they are' to be arrayed. A

very brief period seems to have been consumed
in framing a Constitution for their government.
In the portfolio of the Abbe Sieyes, and in the
prolific brains of Rhett, Memlnger, Toombs,
and others, hundreds of projects might have
been found or framed. A very short time,
however, led to the conclusion that " the instru-

ment," recently so contemptuously referred to

as being " called the Constitution of the United

States," was about the best thing they could

adopt.
With a very few additions nnd alterations,

this was accepted, notwithstanding the world
had recently been informed, from high author-
ity, that half a dozen Southern gentlemen, ac
cidentally assembled, would, in the course of

half an hour, frame a system of government
infinitely superior. This, however, would seem
to have been regarded as of little consequence.
Constitutions and forms of government were
merely the baubles and playthings of the hour.
They could command no obedience ; they could
enforce no respect. They could impose no ob-

ligations. The most solemn pledges and oaths
to support them were even lighter than those

which Jove laughs at. The creations of an
hour of madness, they may be as transitory as
an April shadow. Little time was therefore
required to agree upon a Constitution which a
much shorter time might annihilate.

But the momentous matter of forming a flag
demanded the exercise of all tho inventive ge
nius, the cultivated taste, the classical educa
tion, of the most accomplished members of this

distinguished body. The desig
nation of a coat of arms called into requisition
all its antiquarian and heraldic knowledge.
To settle these important matters required
more time, demanded more consideration, than
the comparatively insignificant concern of
breaking up one Government and constructing

a new one.
So far as we have yet learned, a Cons'.itution

has been determined upon, but the grand con-

cerns of a coat of arms and a (lag are yet to
be deliberately considered. These are matters
too important to be hastily determined. " The
honor and dignity " of the entire Confederacy,
and of each of its component members, so
profusely invoked, though practically so little
exemplified, maybe jeoparded by an unsuitable
standard, or by an injudiciously-adopte- coat
of arms. Here there must be no error com-

mitted, or the consequences may be fatal.
We are not, however, informed that the equal-

ly important subject of a motto to be inscribed
upon the coat of arms, (yet to be fabricated,)
or emblazoned upou the Hag, (yet to be agreed
on,) has yet been made the subject of discus-

sion.
Such a motto should be terse in expression,

classical in authority, nnd significant in char-

acter. While condescending to lend come
counteuance to the " instrument " called the
Constitution of the United States, it would
hardly answer to steal, with our forts, arsenals,
mint, and arms, our venerated motto, E pluri-bu- s

unum. This would cause a blush of shame
even upon cheeks sufficiently bronzed to ex-

hibit no symptoms of remorse or disgrace in
respect to what has already been accomplished.

In the present emergency, therefore, it may
be permitted to suggest to these very honorable
and distinguished gentlemen a motto well
adapted to indicate the principle by which they
are actuated and the conduct they have pur-
sued. It is terse, classical, and significant :

"Secedant improbi, secernart se a bonis."
Such is the language of Cicero under some-

what analogous circumstances. We commend
it to the seceding Convention, and we trust that
the classical Memioger, and Rhett, and others
versed in ancient lore, will furnish a translation
adapted to the comprehension of their less edu-

cated compatriots. Until these accomplished
gentlemen shall perform this task of transla-

tion, we give the following version :

"Let the wicked secede; let them separate
themselves from the virtuous."

REPOSE OUT OF THE UNION.
To tho suggestion that the slave States can

never reach ' repose," until they desert the old
Union and join the Southern Confederacy, the
Memphis (Tenn.) Bulletin makes the following
reply :

" If making the South one vast camp, where
thousands of citizens are diverted from their
peaceful pursuits into tho occupation of the
soldier ; if to inaugurate a state of things in
which ' wars and rumors of wars' continually
keep the public mind up to fever heat of ex-

citement; if to derange and interrupt tho natu-
ral flow of trade and commerce, and live con-

tinually in the apprehension that it may bo de-

stroyed by the precipitation of a bloody civil
war; if to make an unnecessary revolution, in
the prosecution of which the bold, reckless, and
selfish, are likely to bear more sway than the
peaceful and the patriotic, in which the tribu-
nals of reason and justice may be overthrown,
to give place to the arbitrament of the sword
if these things be 'repose,' then have tho seceded
States found it. It is, however, such repose ns
may be found upon the thin crust of a slum-
bering volcano, with the heavings of its unrest
muttering audibly beneath it. God forbid that
Tennessee and the other border States should
ever seek such ' repose.' "

This Is the view taken by the sober and con
siderate portion of our neighbors of Virginia
and Maryland. They know well what class it
is which comes uppermost in revolutionary
times ; aud they have only to look at the Gulf
States, to bo reminded of tho danger to bo
avoided. Brawlingdemagogues, loafers licensed
to plunder by their epaulets and featheis, and
the violent at the head of affairs, do not pre-

sent an entertainment inviting to quiet people
anywhere.

THE DELUSIONS OF COTTON.

The Savannah (Ga.) Newt has contrived
to compress into the following short paragriph
a large number of tho errors nnd delusions of
the cotton kingdom t

" Our merchants complain of tho hardship
of having to payS'per ccut. premium for gold
with which to pay duties on their imports. By
a tabular statement published in the New
York papers, it appears that upwards of
$19,000,01)0 in spocio has been received in this
couutry from England within the lost tlirco
months. Now, it is fair to set down at least
two thirds ot this amount of specie to the ac-

count of the cotton exportation from the South
to England. If this specie is in teturn for our
cotton, will any one intorm us why a large por-
tion of it dots nut find its way south 7 hy
is it that onr banks, who control the cotton,
have not an abundance of specie with which to
enable our merchants to pay their duties?
Will some of our merchants who are familiar
with commercial and banking operations in-

form us why, with the immense influx of specie
from Europe, it commnnds n premium of 5 per
cent, in Savannah."

The Kiws supposes that the cotton which
goes to Europe, is the property of tho South-

ern planters, which is n very great misUike.

They raise it generally upon the strength of
advances made by commission houses opera
ting with Noilhern or European capital. But

whether so raied,or raised by tho independent
means of tho planters themselves, it ceases to

be their properly after they sell it. Very little

cotton is ever shipped to Europe on Southern

account, but the crop is bought up at the

Southern seaports by tho agents of Northern
aud European merchants and manufacturers.
And wheu it is sent abroad, it is not the cotton

of tho South, any more than the palm oil which

is sold in Liverpool, is the property of Africa.

It has been already purchased and paid for,
and its proceeds belong to the new owners.

The specie recently imported from Europe,

is imported at the North, und remains there,
simply because it is the return fur Northern

property, cotton, nanl stores, provisions, &c,
sold abroad. Gold and silver, like other arti-

cles, are only to be obtained by buying and
paying for them. If they are deficient in the
Conf'edcnacy, tho remedy is to produce more
and consume less, and thereby to change an ad-

verse balance of trade iuto a favorable one. A
country, in which there is very little industry,
except the rude aud inefficient labor of negro
slaves, and which is burdened' by a large pop-

ulation of idlers, cannot be expected to be very
rich.
