Captain Miller testified on Fri-
day last that he did not give any orders rela-
tive to tbe arrest of lloyd; but it is asserted
that, on the day following the shooting, he
Stated to the friends of Sergeant Murphy, that
they had no cause to be alarmed ; that he had
given the order, and they bad done nothing
more, than their duty. The nrrest, he said, was
only a matter of form, and they would be re-

leased in a few days.
Lieutenant J. E. Willett, who would not be

able to be present at tho examination, was
sworn, and testified as follows: Sergeant Mur-
phy said ho had some clue to a man who was
a secessionist, nnd showed a paper with the
names of persons from whom he could get the
information, and asked Captain Miller to let
him arrest him. Captain Miller replied, tbnt
ho would havo no man arrested until ho had

affadavit of the fact from responsible persons,
and told them for God Almighty' sake not to
do anything rash, to bring disgrace upon the
company, which already had n bad name.
Witness thinks Boyd's name was on the paper.
Murphy went back to the captain, and asked
him whether he should bring him dead or alive,
and the precaution was repeated, " not to do
anything rash, to net with discretion."

Captain Miller then gave hail for his appear-
ance to answer tho charge this evening, imme-
diately after the examination of Murphy and
tho squad.
