There are now ove hundred and iixtﬂ-dght
prisoners, of whom ffteen will be discharged
duriug this month, the terms of their sentences
expiring. In the shoe shop, neveniy-nine are
employed, and turn out about three hundred
paira of shoes per week, which in_quality com-
pare favorably with those manufactored elae-
where, The broom-shop employs lh!rly-d!ht
bands, whose avernge production is forty-five
dozen per day. This shop haa been entirely
remodelled aud ftted up withimproved machin-
ery, by the blacksmiths nnd carpenters of the
establishment. I'wo of the prisoners are in the
carpenter shop, three io the blacksmith abop,
#ix in the tilur shop, three in the harvess and
saddlery shop, three in the cook room, three in
the dining room, three in the buke-house, three
work in the garden, four are employed iu the
yard, and sbout the building, three ure white-
washing, two boys run errands, and one mau is
in the apothecary's whop, There are at pres-
ent in the hospital, five persons, two of whom
only have becn there for any length of time,
one of whom is Heisler, who was shot in the
leg while attempting to escape in Febroary
last, who has not fully recovered from his
wounds,

There are nino women in the female depart-
ment, who ure kept employed in washing und
ironing the clothes of the prisoners, This part
of the prison ix superintended by Miss 8, L.
King, the matron, who sees that everything is
kept in order. Hesides the prisoners in this
department, there are two babies, ove of whom
was born in the prinon shortly afier its mother
was incarcerated, nud the other necompanied
its guilty mother when she was sentenced.

eversl of the prisoners nre very ingenious,
and employ their apare time in making fancy
articles of bone and wood, which they send out
to their friends. One of the blucksmiths has
lately made’s lock, which he has presented 1o
the warden, The peculinrity of the lock is
that ouly the person in the secret of its work-
inga cau opeu it. The warden haa it, and will
prolubly give auy oue an opportunity fo try to
unlock it,

The prisoner, James Foley, who waa to have
been execuled on yesterdny week, svems very
cheerful, sud expressed himaell us fecliog like
n uew mun wheu he arrived ut the prison. He
wis immedistely set to work in the shoe thut
on his areival, nud although it was the first wor
of the kind he ever performed, he can slready
muke o fuir shoe.

The rebelljous spirit of the prisoners hus been
eotirely quelled, sod their ponduet pow in gen-
erul is very orderly ; u fow of them, howaver,
continue to huve u shurp eye kept ou them.

The officers are, H. 1. King, warden ; A, T.
Langley, doputy warden j Mr. Hruahenrs, fore-
mat of the cutting depariment ol the shoe shop ;
Mesnrs, Fry and Watson, foremen in the shoe-
shopy Mesurs. Frugier nud Wannell, guards in
the building ; and Miss 8. L. King, matron, to
whom much credit is due for the general im-
provement of the prison and prisoners.

The Ringgold uctillery compuny, of Reading,
Pennaylvania, are quartered in the dwelling
part of the building, it being very convenient
to the arsenal, in which is kept their battery.
