that were ever born to man. All that we know
of htm, is known because he was the fathor ol
Currer, Acton and Ellis Bell, of Patrick the
younger, dead in hU despairing youth, after n
life of wild, brilliant misery, for which no phi
iosopher in the tangled organism of tnorbio
nature could dream of holding him responsi-
ble. The Rev. Patrick Bronte was born ou
tho Saint's day, which gave him his name, in
the year 1777. A brief but unutterably fasci
natiug history, with an end which saddens ns,
yet makes us still more glad.
