R. Spauldlng urrivod from Ilatteras
inict tins morning, un Tuesaiy last, ino pro-
peller Fanny ran down to Ocraooko Inlet with
a dotaohment or troops, who entirely destroyed

Tbo niagszlno was burnt, and the cannon oithor
sunk or spiked.

The privateers Coffeo aud Wlnslow bad
Ocraooko Inlet for the purpose of carry-

ing off tho guns loft there, but, on the appear-
ance of tho stetmer Fanny, with the United
States troops, tbey both wlthdiew.

It was said that tho robels wore assembled
In force t Washington and Newbern, and that
ten thousand had landed at Roauoke Island,
with the vlow of destroying tho light-hous- at
Oregon Inlet, aud tho dwellings aud the prop-ort-

of the Unionists thore. To prevont the
accomplishment of this design, a dotachment
