MARYLAND

THE FISH DINNER AND UNION MEETING
AT INDIAN LANDING ON BATURDAY.

SrKECUEti, INITDKNTH, .11'.

(Plum wur vpeeUI Rurlrr.
Indian Landing, where tho ycomaury ol Anne

Arundel countj had their grand Union demon
'..atlonand Fish Dinner on Saturday last, is on

tie Scrcrn river, about eight miles north of
Annapolis. Tho river Is about half a mile
wida afthls point, and genlly-sjopln- hills
make up from both siilus. TI10 particular spot
designated for the meeting was in thu edge of
tho woods on thu west side of tho river.

For several hours beforo noon tho popula-

tion resident on both sides of Iho river, for
rainy miles around, befrti'i to congregates hero,
and belora nooi a party of several hundreds
had assembled, among whom wito lawyers,
farmer, storukeupurs, mechanics, uiul soldier?,
(tho delegation of tho latler being mostly made
up of a number ol tho twenty-secon- Massa-

chusetts regiment, who have been for soma

limo past stationed in this neighborhood, and
who appeared to take a lively interest in llio

proceedings,) and a small sprinkling ol seces-
sionists.

Shortly after twelvo o'clock the assembled
multitude were marched up the side of the hill
before mentioned, where a long table was sot,
which fairly, groaned under the Immense piles
of edibles, among which were largo platos of
fish, of the taylor Bpecies, which had been
placed thereon, while tho stars and stripes
waved from several prominent points adjacent.
There were no llquorsot any kind oil I hi ground,
a lact wbjch speaks well for tho temperate
qualities ot tli-- j people of this neighborhood.
The word, " fall to," given with the peculiar
emphasis which Is said to belong exclusively to
Farmer Wm. Jone, who had chargo of the
culloary departmeut, was heartily responded
to by the entire company assembled, and lor
a few minuUs the din of knives and iork6
drowned every other found.

Full justicu having been done to the solids
which had been spread before them, the crowd
adjourned to n point near at hand, whern a
small platlorm had been elected, and the uieut-iu- g
