and Lieut. Col. Cross, of the Long
Island roglmont, appeared In behalf of the de-
fendant.

The District Attorney first read an aflldivlt
of (ion. Graham, setting forth, substantially, at
that no doflanco or dlsrcspeot had been In-

tended the oourt In the oourse he had taken,
butthathe bad simply obeyed the order of bis
military superiors; as stated In " General Order
No. 73," of September 7, 1801, which prohibits
the discharge of minors.

The court suggested that this "Order" le
made a part of tho answor, which was done.

Lieut. Col. Cross then addressed tho court In
defence of Gen. Graham, arguing to show that
the notice beforo this oourt on the
present occasion, and answer, was the first
which had beoniem to him. and was promptly
obeyed) that courts of tho United States have
no Jurisdiction In canes of this kind It bolng
purely n military nuttor, to be determined by
military authority; that no Jurisdiction hud
over been conferred upon any court In a mat
ter or this klndjand such belli tho caso.lt can-
not Istuo a writ to assist its Jurisdiction; that
there was no Involuntary sorvlce rendered by
tho minor, Joremlah Lynns; tbat an Inferior
ofilcer musi obey his suporlor: that both gono-ra- l

and special orders must bo obeyed; tb.it
ho could not havo do 10 other than ho did with-

out being In danger of being cashiered; and
that consequently uen. uranam was not tne

to havo boon brought boforo this oourt,
Iierson Adjutant General Thomas, who Is-

sue! tho "General Order" under which he
had acted.

District Attorney Carrington followed,
the caso ably and eloquently, and con-

cluded by asking tho discharge of General
Graham.

Juiigo Merrick, In giving his decision In the
case, spoke at considerable length, and quoted
numerous authorities, to show that, at all time,
und particularly in times of war, the civil
povror should be prasorvod and made superior
to tho military. In the course of his remarks,
he referred to a oaso whloh happened In Phil-

adelphia on Saturday last, where a oolonol was
marching his regiment along the streot.and
was obliged to slop his regiment In the street,
and go Into the court-bous- e to answer to a
oharge of detaining a minor In the ranks
against the will of his paronts.

He
then remaned that, whilst It was due to tho
dignity of the court that this process should he
enforced, It was also proper that no unnecer-sar- y

severity should bo exercised to accom-
plish that result. He thon stated tho decision
of tho oourt to be, that, unless Jeremiah Lyon
is nruduoad In court to day. (Thursday.) at
noon, im utteliment-1'o- r contempt or couit
would be issuro nguinii uen. uranam.

CONFEDERATE ATTEMPT TO CAPTURE
THE INDIANA UEGIMENT.

Three Rebel Regiments Routed.
COL. BAI.TOW, 0OEOnGIA, KILLED.

Three Hundred K lied and Wounded.

Fo ktress MosRoe, Oct. 8.
Tho frljite Sitsquebannt has arrived from

Ilalterns Inlet, and brings tho most Interesting
Intelligence. The day nftor the c.ioturo of tb"
Fanny, tbe Coros and Putnam, having ono of
tho launches of the Susquehanna in tow, went
up to Chlcomacomlco, nnd landed seven days'
provisions, and returned tho same evening
without having seen anything of tho Confed-
erates.

On Friday, howover, wordroaohed Ilatteras
Inlet by tbe Stars and Stripes that 2,500 Confed-
erates, consisting of a Oeorgta, South Carolina,
and a Virginia reglmont, had crossed over from
the main land In six small stoamers und a
schfionnr, and with flat boats, and attacked the
Indiana regiment, who wore obliged to retreat.

The Susquehanna andMontlcello steamed up
outside, while Col. Hawkins marched up with
six companies and reached Ilittoras Ltgbt by
uliihtfalt, a distance of thirteen miles.

During the night Co). Hawkins was Joined by
the twentloth Indiana regiment, who bad passed
In the darknoss a largo body of tho Confed-
erates who had landed for tho purpose of out
tin: thorn off. OjI. Brown reported a loss of
fifty men as prisoners, comprising his sick,
wnundod, nnd twenty pickets, who could not be
call d In. lie sucoeeded In saving his tents,
provisions, etc.

On Saturday morning, the Moiitlcello stemmed
around the capo, and n few miles up tho coast
met tho Confederates marching down tho nar
row nock of land to nttaok our troops. Tho
robol sloamcrs were also landing men to co
operate with them. They wore in easy range,
and the Montlcelln opened upon them wltb
shells of Ave seconds fuses, 218 of which were
Bred from three guns in thtee hours and.thlrty
minutes, doing great oxecutlon.

The Confederates tried at first to shelter them-srlve- s

behind a sand hill, and then In a narrow
copse, but soon broko In evory direction, and
took refuge upon their vessels, a shell passing
through the wheel-hous- of the Fanny, which
was already employed against us.

It Is supposed that their loss must have
reached between 200 and 300 killed and
wounded.

During the engagement, a member of tho
Indiana regiment, who had been taken prlsonor,
managed to break tho rope with which he was
tied and escape J. Ue took to the surf and was
picked up by it boat from tho Montlcello. Ho
reports that tbe first shell from her killed Col.
Bartow, of the Georgia regiment, nnd thi.t tbo
havoo was frightful. Ho also reports tbat when
lieescaprd ho killed a Confederate captain wltb
his revolver.

Upon the withdrawal of the Confederates,
the Montlcello, Susquehanna, and land forces,
roturned to Hattoras Intot.

Lieut. Burkhead,of tho Susquehanna, from
whom I have obtained the above account,
thinks that no advance can bo made from the
Inlet without the sni'-or- t of a fleot of light- -

draught vessols, at t our force at tho Inlet
should bo Bpeedlly cued.

Col. Brown narrowly escaped with the Indiana
regiment, tie was sneneu irom tne confederate
vessels, and troops were landed abovo and be-
low him, yet bo managed to escape with com-
paratively small loss. The particulars of his
masterly movement havo not yet arrivod.

Tho following Is the official report of Lieu
tonant Bralne :

Unitkd SraTts Stiamkr Montiveli.0,
Off Cape Ilatteras, N. C, Oct. 5, 1861.

Rial I havo the honor to Inform vou that. In
obodienca to your nrdor of this morning, I
Moou mrougn inn inner onannei oi uaueraa
Shoals at 12.30 P. M and stood close along
sboro to tbe northward, koenlng a bright look-

out from aloft. A' 1.30 P. 1L, we discovered
several sailing vessels over the woodland,
' Klnccut," nnd, nt the same time, a regiment

maroblng to the northward, carrying a rebel
flag In their midst, with many stragglers In the
rear: also two tugs Inside flying the same flag.
As they cams nut of the woods, Klneout, we
ran olose In shore, and opened a deliberate
fire upon tbem at a distance of throe quarters
of a mite. At our first shell, which fell ap-
parently in their midst, they rolled up tbeir
flag and scattered, moving rapidly up the
beaoh to the northward. We followed them,
firing rapidly from three guns, driving them up
to a clump of woods, In which they took refuge,
and abreast of which their steamers lay.

We now shelled the woods, and oould see
them embarking In small boats for their vea
sels, evidently In groat confusion, and suffering
greatly from our Ore.

Their Bteamers now opened upon us, firing,
however, but three shots, whloh fell abort.
Two boats, filled with men, were struck by aur
hells and destroyed. Three more steamers

oame down the Sound, and took position oppo-
site the woods we were shelling; also.two sloops.
We oonllnued firing deliberately upon them
from ono and a half P. M. unlll three and a half
P. II., when two men were discovered on the
seabeach, making signals to us. Supposing
them to be two of tho Indiana regiment, we
sent an armed boat and crew to bring them off,
covering them at tbe tame time with our fire.
Upon the boat nearing the beaoh, they took to
the water. OHO of them was successful in
reaoblng the boat, private Warren O. Uavtr,
oompany U, twentieth regiment Indiana troop.
Tho othor man, prlvato Charles White, com-

pany II, twentieth regiment Indiana troops,
was, unfortunately, drowned In the surf.

Private Haver Infoims me tbat he was taken
prisoner on the morning of tbo 4th; that ho
wltno.sed our flee, which was vory destructive.
He states that two of our shells fell into two
sloona. loaded with men. blowing tho vessels to
nieces, and sinking tbem. Also, that several of
tbe officers were killed. Their horses were
soen running about the track. He bad just
eicsped from his captors, after shooting tho
captain of one of the rebel companies. He
states that tbe enemy were in the greatest con-

fusion, rushing wildly Into tho water, striving to
get off to their vessels. Private Haver now di-

rected me to the Point, where the rebels were
congregated, walling an opportunity to get on.
I opened fire again, with sucoess, scattering
them. Wo were now vf ry close. In three fatb-mi- s

water, and s shell told with
Affant.

Six steamers wero now off the Point, one of
whloh I rocognlzed as tne Fanny.

At flvo twenty-fiv- e P. M. we ceased firing,
leaving tbe enemy scattered along tbe beaoh
for upward of four miles.

I fired repeatedly at tbe enemy's Bteamers
with our rifled oannon, a " Parrott," thirty
nomids. and struok the Fannv. I think, once.
I found the range of this piece much short of
what 1 bad anticipated; many oi tne snot turn-
ing end over end, and not exceeding much the
runtm nf the smooth-bor- e thtrtv-tw- nounds.
