Ditan Biw: Your leading article of this morning
in reply to striotures in regard to the condlition
of our stroets and svonues, indnces me to make
a few romarks, witk the view of showling that
the expense of paving, &:, need not be so
great s imagined.

It has been proved by the experience of the
lurgest cities in the world, that a roed-way of
40 foet will suffics for the greatest trafc. Ol
what uso then ls [t to bave our broadeet nve
nies almoat from side to mde? The great de
feot of our finest avenne (Pennaylvasia) is that
ils beanty is injured by the Imperfection of the
laying out. It Is 160 feet from house to house,
and the divislon between carrlage way and
side-walks Is so out of proportion as to be
really ridioulous to an experienced oye.

The true rule by which to lay out this fioe
avenus Ia this: 80 feet of roadway Irom curbstone
to eurbstone; mod 40 feet for each sidewalk.
This width of roadway will amply sllow for «
donble railrond track, and the width of side
walk for a double row of trees, of the right
kind, trimmed as all trees cught to be trimmed
on public walks and roads.  The sldwalk
should be bricked nesr the houses, as ut pres
eub, with & gutter, and then rounded with a
gontle slope to the outer curbstone, and oo this
rounded portion the trees should be plaoted,
sod the surface gravelled. One balf the gas
lampn should remain noar the brick walk, und
the oiher near the ourbstone. If the work s
done in & workmanlike manner, the regularily
of the line of lamps, &a., witl bave a good ei-
feet, both In the day sod st night. s rule
may be followed in other streols and avenues.
annd would much Improve the city.
