The following aketoh of Gen. Lane, rom the
pen of Geo. P. Buell, published in the Cincin-
natl Times, is Incorrect, by omimion, In refer-
ence lo Gen. Lane’s vole for the Kanms-Ne-
braska bill in 1854. Thal volo was givon, but
it was given in obedlence to instruciions fom
bis contitsency, and uoder protest thal his
own personal opposition to tbe bill, exhiblted

Ueneral Lane lsthe son of thelute Hon. Amos
Lane,of Lawrenceburgh, Indinns, one of the
moat scoomplisked Iawyera aver in the Btate.
Gen. Lane’s mother was w woman of extraordi.
pary aftainments. Long years ago, when Pres.
ident Jacksom was assalled through the public
press, Mra. Lane came forward, and over her
own namo, defanded him. Bhe lived agd died
a true Christinn—a member of the Methodiat
churoh; nod we counld hardly forget hor as the
woman that gave us the first monl wa ever re.
oeived in the Biute of Indiuna, John Lane, the
brother of the General, was n gruduate of West
Polat, and lost hislife In the Florida war,

James H. Lane was one of the moat nctive
Demooratic politiclans in lodisna. He waa
oalonel of the Third Indians regimont at Busna
Vistn, which, really, on two or thres oooasions,
on the "enlhal day, turned the scale of battle.
Jeffarann Davis, who did all ln his power to
injurs the Hoosier Blate, could not deny, in the

tion of the report of the battle of Buena
inta which be diotated, that the Third Indiana
had fought nobly.

Colonal Lave, after the Mexican war, was
olocted Lieutenant Governor of hia State, He
was then sent from the Lawrencaburgh district
