My own foroee conelsted of (wo brl
fades less (ban 4,000 strong, all (old, Including

cavaliy, ten Parrott guns and six smooth
bores. t.

Tbe fubslanUsUSreserraUon of (he entire
supplies is a source of gratification. It num-

bered about 500 wagons. Wo had a forced
march of S3 mllea. 35 of which were Derformed
In one day, subject to constant attack in front
arm rear ana mux oy tne enemy in inn lorce.
Notwithstanding the panics of teamsters and
the mischances ol a river passage of more than
three hundred Yards, with slender preparations
for food and forage, the train lost not more
than fifty wagons.
