Under the act of Congress of May 20, 18S2,

all voters may be required to take an oath of
loyalty. By the form of this oath, they swear,
not merely that they are loyal, but that tbey
have never been otherwise. This oath is to be
taken, under the pains and penalties of perjury.

We subjoin the act of May 20, 1862 :

AN AOT prescribing the qualtnoations of electors

in tha cities of Waahlngton and George
town, In the District of Columbia.
Be U rmdtd by ihe Senate and House ol lie

jiresertfaliuu of IAe United tSata ol America in
Congress assembled, That lo all municipal elec-
tions In tbe rltlea ot Washington and George
towo.lnlha District of Ci'lumhla, during the
exlateuce or the present rebellion, every per.
son vihii a'tall effer lo vole at any euoh elec
tlon, and who shall ba challenged by any legal
vuler oq the ground of disloyalty to the Gov-
ernment of tha United States, shall, before Ms
vle shall be received, luaddltlun to the re
qulrements now established by law, take and
aubsenbe to the following oath or affirmation,
nAmely: ' I do aotemnly awear for affirm, as
the ubs mar be) that I will sunnort, protect.
and defend tbe Constitution and Government of
the United states against an enemiea, whether
domestlo or foreign; that 1 will bear true
faith, allegiance, aod loyalty to the same,
any ordinance, resolution, or Uw of any State
Convention, Legislature, or order or orgunlza-tli-

secret or otherwise, to the contrary not-
withstanding, and that I do this with a full de
termination, pledge, and purpose, wtthout any
mental reservation or evasion whatsoever; and,
further, that I have always boeu loyal and,true
to the Government of the United Sutes So
help me God." Tbe said oath or affirmation
may be taken before anyjnsllce of the peace,
notHry publlo, or other person legally aulhor-Ite- d

to administer oaths in the District of Co-

lumbia: and tha uroductlon of Ihe certtncale.
in writing, of any such justice of the pence,
notary publlo, or other person so authorized
lo administer oaths, with a oopr of such oath
or afilrmatlnn. that uald oth naa been taken
anil mihacrlbed tu hr the person Droduclnc
such certificate, shall be deemed by the Com-
missioners of Election sufficient evldenoe nf
the fuel. And It shall also bs lawful for the
Commissioners of Election, ur anyone nf them,
during the time ot holding suoh .lections, to
administer said oath. And any person or per-
son, violatlnfi. aald oath, or making anr false
statement In taking the same, shall be aubject
lo all tho paios and penalities of wilful and cor-
rupt perjury, and ahall ba liable to be Indicted
anil prosecuted to conviction before any court
in said District of Columbia having competent
Jurisdiction thereof.
