I must say that I blush at the bare Idea of any
Cathollo entertaining such sentiments as are
therein expressed. I acre that the " Holy
Cathollo Church" la amend' and "belongs
to God " in a special manner, but have we not
proof from the holy book ol God, that the sol
dier'a cause la " sacred;" and therefore do not
the poor sick and wounded soldiers "belong"
also, In a special manner, "to GodT" Yes,
those brave, noble, fellows, who.
wun ineir niooa, ana me sac nnee oi noma, or
friends, the fondest, most sacred, and endear-
ing ties of every comfort that was th sir's in
fioeaaaaion, and fn anticipation, have nnfllnch

the battles of their country, and
thus saved our capital, and our very firesides,
from the devastation shells of the enemr. while
we are enjoying peace, quietness, and comfort
In our homes, ungrateful must we be even to
ipeaK slightingly er mem, much more to reruse
them, Insultingly, the shelter of a Church be-

cause It " belongs to God."
Do these Catholics thlnkelf the Almighty own

a dash of finery covering the exterior and gleved
hands holding, perhaps, a glided prayer-book- .
Depend upon it, If such Catholics would change
weir eeniimenu, wrow un weir trapping!,,

their hands, and go Into the church (des
aorated, as they pretend to think, If taken for
a hospital) and there offer up their fervent
prayers while ministering to the many little
necessities of their poor, suffering, bleeding,
earthly saviors, such an offering would bo
more acceptable than tbe offering of a com
plaining, i nean.

and insultingly reproach them aa perpetrators
of an awful desecration ? I think not; and yet
they hold a Catholic church too " sacred " to
use as a hospital for men who have, with their
blood, defended the glorious old flag for which
our forefathers fought, bled and died I

What, then, do they say of our burying

5rounds? (something that I would like to un-
derstand myself.) In years gone by, when a

Cathollo burial ground was laid out, tbe
whole ground enclosed was consecrated.
If a Cathollo purchased a lot of ground,
burled different members of his family there,
had lived a good, pious Catholic, and his whole
family had lived the same pious life If any
member of that family, say tho father, the
mother, the sister, or the brother, by some
means, no matter what, had neglected wilfully
to make their Easter Communion, they were
not permitted to be placed in that holy ground,
although the family had purchased and paid
for It.

Years have paaued. and
she still struggles with the debt, or, perhaps,
with the straitened circumstances Into which
it has thrown her, she has not even cents, much
less dollars; she must, therefore, see her dear-
est earthly ties, and the sacred, holy spot that
oontalna them, enclosure! ess, and oxposed to
the reckless tread of man and beast. And,
now, aay that all the bodies are removed, what
become qf the holy ground f What say those
ploua Catholics to all this? Why do they not
express their agony at holy ground and sainted
bodies being desecrated, ae well aa to manifest
their horror at Cathollo churches being taken
lor noapiiais lor our wounaea swiaiers t

I am nroud to know that. If our new church
should be taken for such a purpose, the Rev.
Pastor would do everything In bfs power, both
temporal and spiritual, to surround tho so),
dier'a bed of affliction with oomfort and conso- -

latlon, and eaoh one would find In him a lather
and friend.

I am bDD7 to aay. also, that the Cathollo
Church teaches her children to be loyal totheir
country, as h leacue mem io ue loyano ineir
God; and how can a Catholic be truly loyal to
his country and be void of sympathy for thoue
who have fought and bled for that country ?

I Imagine, however, that the Government will
be slow In claiming any of our Cathollo
Churches. They know the services renderod
them by our dear, good Bisters of Mercy and
our saintly Sisters of Charity In the hospitals,
on the battle field, and even on the transport,
