iiiArmory Square Hospital
We took occasion on Saturday to make a

visit to the bulldlnga occupied by the hospital
bearing tbo above name. These bulldlnee are
located on the Armory Square, near Seventh

iroei, in ine sevemn wara. mere are twelve
large buildings, besides several amaller onea
devoted to this hospital. Ten of there are
used fur tbe ten different warda for the pati-
ents, each ward being a hospital by Itself In Its
Internal arrangements there being a aurgeon
In charge, with ward masters, attendants,
nurses, Ac, to eaob, while all the buildings are
under tbe supervision of one head surgeon.
The centre large buildings Is devoted to olllces
lor the surgeons, chaplain, 4o. A building la
tbe rear Is used ae a kitchen, while at one end
there la a laundry, and at tbe other a oommle-aa- ry

department. The kitchen la admirably
Utted up with rangea for cookery, hot and cold
water, and all tbo convenlencea for tbe per-
formance of the culinary duties with ease,
neatness and dispatch. Baok of this la a
stable, knapsack room, guard houae, &o. Each
ward building ia 183 feet long and 25 feet wide.
They are placed 25 feet apart, and each will
ucoommodftte 60 patients, giving each patient
night or nine hundred cubic feet. An admira-
ble system ot ventilation la one of the special
foaturee of theso buildings. Sliding doors
about a foot square, under the bead of each
bed can be opened at any time for a draft of
pure air, while In tbe apex or the roof through-
out tho cmtre length or the building ia an open-
ing, so atranged aa to let eut the air, and at
the eamo time keep out rain or snow. There
are also plenty of windowa to afford light at all
times. A oorered walk extends from one build-
ing to nnotbor through the centre, while
unothor walk extonda along the rear. Descend-
ing ditches extend around and lead away from
all the buildings, carrying oil all waste water,
leaving no unhealthy dampness about tbe es-
tablishment.

On the whole, we do not believe that there la
i better and more systematically-arrange-
hospital In tbe city. Tbero aro no dark nooks
and corners throughout the establishment, but
overy patient has an equal and sufficient sup-
ply of sun and air.

Ilr. D. W. Blhu, brigade surxeon, lain charge,
and the aoldlera who are here, aa well aa their
Irlends at a distance, need have no uneasiness

n the score of faithful and skilful medical and
surgical attention and care, If all we hear of
Ilr. Bliss and his faithful assistants Is true. Of
the former It need only be said that he has been
highly popular wberover be has served his
country, whether aa surgeon of the Uicblgan
regiment, (his own State,) as brigado aurgeon
In the field, medical dlreotor, or hospital

Ill assistants, oach In charge or a ward,
ire Dr. D. B. Breed, late In charge or Circle
Hospital, until It was abandoned as a hospital
i.M account of unhealthy location ; Dr. Tho.

Tlie Effect or Freedom,
While tbe District emancipation bill was

pending In Congress, the freedom hating,
sympathisers with the acknowledged

"cause ot the rebellion," were loud in their
protestations against the passage ol the bill.
They suddenly acquired a remarkable "aym-path-

for tho negro," and dwelt most pathetl-uall-
upon tbo terrible straits to which the

unfortunate manumitted negroes would be
driven, in consequence of being relieved from
supporting their owners, in addition to their
own meager support, grudgingly eked out to
them by theso same "owners." Five months
of freedom to the colored people have elapsed,
and "black paupera ard criminals" do not
"crowd our Institutions" or "boggars lice our
streets," even though hundreds of contra-
bands have beon addod to our freo oolored
population.

An old lesldont of the District recently met
one of "the unfortunately manumitted" In the
street. He bad known him for years aa a
slave, poor, puny and ragged. Now he was
well dressed, In good flesh and health, and
bore on bis head a well filled market basket
containing an abundance or both the substan-
tias and luxuries of lire. "Ab, Jim," said the
citizen, "howls It you can afford these things!"
"Ob, I liwi now," said Jim; "I'm a sexier to
tie burying ground; make plenty money, an'
nil my own; don't have to gtb It all to Missus,
an' boo gib us only lest 'nun to keep

away." And away went Jim, happy as
a lark. This Is tho experience of hundreds.

A. Beggar with $500 la Gold.
A man by tho name of Win. P. Bowhay, who

travels about on two crutches, having the ap-
pearance of extrome poverty, was last week
going Irom door to door soliciting charity. Un-

fortunately for himself, ho went Into one of our
police stations, to ply bla art, on Monday last,
when he was Ukon into ouatody for violating a
corporation ordinance in reference to street
begging. lie was committed to the look-up- ,

when, on searching his person, WM In good,
bard gold was found on htm. It eeems the man,
who Is about 60 years of age, was a ship car
penter by trade, and while engaged In some
service for the Government reoelved some per
niauent injury, for which Congress some years
slnoe voted him tSOO for bla relief the greater
portion or which be has hoarded to this day.
