Relles of Seraps and Musings—No. 38,
A GREAT FOLITICAL TRUTH.

The reverend and very able author of “ The
History of Modern Europe,” inculeates a sql-
emn and important lesson to the people of Eng-
land, as well as of the United States. The for-
mer are ot this moment experiencing its appli-
cation in fullforee ; thelatter are only beginning
to fvel it in anticipation. He concludes his se-
count of the reign of Henry the Eighth, with
the following reflections :

The Par-
liament was the prime minisier of his lyrannical
administration, It authorized his oppressive
taxes; il gave its sanction to his most despotic and

Among the despatches recently received ut
the Department of the Interior is the memoran-
dum of a conversation between Wildeat, or
Coacooche, and Colonels Coopegand Temple, at
Eagle Pass, Texas, on the 27th of Marchs1851.

uguamoclw, it. uppenrs, spoke first, and ex:

ressed great joy at meeting Colonel Cooper,
ﬁis old friend. He said it made him feel like he
was again in Florida, surrounded by his warriors
and his friends General Worth, Colonel Cooper,
and Major Sprague; nnd that Colonel Cooper
and him«elPmud resson to thank the Great Bp rit
for sparing them in health when so many of
their mlhm had fallen around them, A great
load hud pressed him down, and he had been
troubled in spirit; but since he had scen his
friend it had been removed, and he felt happy
once more. He then remarked that the Ame-
ricans were his friends, and that the Mexicans
also were his friends, and that he wished to live
in peace with both, and remain the friend of
both; that he had made peace with his great fa-
ther, the President ; that they had- smoked the

He said he was
not settled in Mexico ; that he had no home,
but lived in a tent, and was only staying there
with a part of his people to hunt ontil he could
get n home where he could spend his days in
nce. He =aid he had seen enough of war;
that he wished to spend his old age in peace
with the whites, and in taking eare of his ehild-
rer and people. He said he wished to see his
old friends en this side of the river; that he
had wished to go to Sun Antonio to see the gen.
eral in command, but the liberty had been de-
nied to him; that he wished a home in Texas,
and that when he found it, all his people in Ar-
kansas would follow him. He aaid thut the In-
dian agent for the Cr. cks had tuken the part of

As we be-
lieve that this question is to be the great and
controlling element in the next Presidentisl
election, we could notlook upon the pretensions
of any man®ith favor, who was not committed
to the strict observance of the compaet by all
the pledges which a man of honor should give.
If, then, the claims of Gen. Seott, or of any
other man, are to be pushed at this early day by
his friends, his views upon this question ought
to be made known wit’: such distinctness that
any man of the commonest understanding can
comprehend and put faith in them.”

That is a “fire in the rear,” which will be
more annoying to Gen. Scott than anything of
the kind he has yet experienced. He cannot
give to the “compromise measures” a “ warm
and thorough support” without weaning from

his support all the Seward Whigs in the free
States, who will support no man who gives such
a pledge.

PemiTeTiarY oF THE Districr or Corun.
nia—We have been furnished with a copy of
the annual report of thia institution, showing its
state nud condition,

A remarkable feature presented in one of the
Lables of the clork, is the rapid incraase in the
number of tha convicts. Twenty-one months
since, the number was thirty-six, at the end of
the year 1849, it was forty-six, at the end of the
year 1850, it was fifly-seven, and before one
month of the present year expired, it was sixty-
eight, an increase of nearly a hundred per cent.
in a yearand a hn:‘f There have been at least
thirteen additional convicts received since the
report was written, Of the entire number, up to
the first of January, seventeen were born jn
Maryland, twenty in Virgivia, and twenty-two
in the District of Columbia. About one-half the
inmates of the penitentiary are free blacks, many
of whon, the board of inspectors say, have prob-
ably been attracted to thin by from themoigi-
baring States by the milder character of
laws in respect to this species of population,
while a large proportion of the whites are from
distant parts of the Union, and no inconsider-
able number from foreign countries.

More than two-thirds of the male convicts are
engaged ai shoe-making; twelve women at tail-
oring, shoe.binding, washing, mending, &u.;
and earpentery, blacksmithing, baking, and cook-
ing, picking oakum, and laborer's work, com-
plete the descriptions of work pérformed.

The officers of this institution are, Joseph B.
Ellie, Warden; Wm. Towers, Clerk; Thos.
Donechae, John T. Towers, and W, H. Edes,
Inspectors; N. Young, M. D, Physician of the
Penitentiary, and Austin Gray, Chaplain, The
lust named gentleman, from his own observa.
tion, fully concurs with his predecessor in opin-
ion, * that most of the erime that is committed,
is done by those whose moral and religious edu-
cation has been entirely neglected.”

We are pleased to learn that the officers,
without exception, while engaged in the faithful
performance of their duties, have in view the
moral reformation of the prisoners. And Dr.
Young, in his report, says: *The perfect clean-
linesa of the bnildings and yards, the personal
neatness of the inmutes, the regularity of their
meals of wholesome food, in proper quantity,
and of the hours of rest and proportioned labor,
contribute mainly to the healthfulness of this
prison, and it gives me very great pleasure to
testify to the indefatigable indusiry and eorrect
judgment of the warﬁuu and his officers in ef-
fecting these desirable results.”— Republic,

A register of the officers and graduates of the
U. 8. Académy at Weat Poiot from March 16,
1802, to January 1, 1851, gives the following
information :
