Ireland..The Lord Lieutenant has made
another excursion in the North.
The Irish Tenant League had revived their

public meetings, with a gathering in the Lecturehall of the Mechanics1 Institute. This wai>
intended to be the first of a series of meetings
to test the state of feeling-in Dublin upon the
tenant-right'question; but, judging from the interestevinced in the proceedings, that feeling
stands at a very low ebb indeed at present.

Dublin, June 3..The Poor-Law Commissionershave authorized an advance of £2,000
from the rate in aid of the fund to the Kilrush
Union, to aid in defraying the expenses of pauperemigration.
Her Majesty's birthday was celebrated with

various popular rejoicings on the Queen's Island,at belfnst. At Cork there was a field day
of the troops in that garrison, in the newly
formed public park.
There was a sale of property under the encumberedestates court, at Cork, on Monday ;

the estate sold was that of Robert Warren;
the lota disposed of during the day realized
£4,385.

At the half-yearly meeting of the general
mining company of Ireland, held yesterday, a
hivirtanh nf in nor r>anf fnr itia half vanr wnn

declared, the chairman observing that there had
been also a similar dividend for the preceding
half year, making a to.tul of 35 per cent of the
dividends paid out of the profits since 1848.
He was happy to add that they had also acquiredsome good property in that period. They
were now employing 800 persons, and were incurringno debts or liabilities.

Battles with the Kabyles ih Algiebs.
Terrible Slaughter. . The African war,
(writes a Paris correspondent,) has opened wit!
severe loss and dreadful carnage. In the advanceof a column fite or six thousand strong,
on Djijelli, Colonel Arnaud is admitted to have
sacrificed more soldiers than were lost by MarshallBugeaud in his two expeditions against
the great tribes of the Kabyles, and in all the
campaigns of 1845 in Oran and Algiers. Two
companies of the 10th fell into an ambush, and
lost two hundred men, with five officers. The
whole number killed is stated at three hundred.
On the next day after their bloody encounter,
the troops had to march between a grisly perspectiveof heads of their slain comrades, which
their ferocious enemies had stuck on poles durringthe night, to dismay them in their harrassed
march. Terrible, on the other hand, has been
the retaliation. On the 15th, twelve villages
were burned; on the 16th, thirty. When it is
remembered that these Kabyles are not mad
tribes of Bedouins, but hard/ independent
mountaineers, who are addicted to agriculture,
the destruction of their settlements rouses a

strong feeling of coir passion.
The Moniteur of June 2d, publishes the officialnote of the casualties in the recent affair

with the Kabyles, up to the latest date, 21st ult
Officers: killed 8; wounded 23. Non-commissionedofficers and soldiers: killed 80; wounded
307. These losses are to be distributed over
seven days of fighting. Of the enemy 400 were
killed from the 11th to the 15, between Thilah
and Djijelli; 500 were killed in the battles of
the 19th and 20th. The number of wounded
has not been ascertained.

From Cohstabtiople.IIungariams..Kossuth..TnePeninsular an<f Oriental Company's
steamer Sultan, Captain Joy, had arrived at
Southampton. She brought letters from Constantinople,Smyrna, Malta, and Gibralter. Among
her passengers were the Hungarian Lieutenant
General Loizsr Messaros, 49 other Hungarian
officers, and 40 Hungarian soldiers. M. FrancoesIzsollosy, Kossuth's secretary, was a passengeron board the Sultan from Constantinople
to Malta, but be was left at the latter place in
consequence of ill health." Messaros took leave
of Kossuth, at Kutayah, on the 6th of May last.
The great Magyar was then in bodily health, but
much broken in spirit, owing to his long captivity.He has been promised his liberty in Septembernext by tho Turkish government; but
faith has so repeatedly beon broken with him
through tho machinations of Austria and Russia
that there is no certainty whon he will be
miflVrrd to 00 at lnnre.

Kossuth's w'fe and child were with him, and
aboat 25 Hungarians, who are still prisoners in
Kutayah..There are now remaining prisoners
in the Turkish dominions, about forty Hungarians.Messaros is a tall, handsom man, bald
headed, with an immense beard..As soon as he
landed from the Sultan, he waited on the Mayor
of Southampton to ask if any assistance could
be rendered in this country to his compatriots,
some of whom were destitute. He stated to
the Mayor that thoy had been treated with the
utmost kindness by the captain, oflicers and
crew of the Sultan.' It was *-ffecting to see this
man standing before the Mayor, with his head
uncovered, and with a voice trembling with
>m< tion, beseeching hospitality. He spoke
Knglish pretty well. He had learnt it, he said,
in his youth for the purpose of studyingKnglish
literature, and never thought that he should
want it for the purpose for which be was then
employing it.
The Mnyor offered to place him and the

principal Hungarian officers at one of the chief
hotels at his own expense, and to see that assistancewas rendered to the rest of his companions.
Messaros, however, respectfully declined the
former offer, and said he would prefer remsinir.gwith the Hungarians. He had sufficientto provide for himself; all he begged was

lomo temporary assistance for those of his companionswho were destitute. After his interviewwith the Mnyor, he hurried down to the
dock* to acquaint the Hungarians that ho had
been auccenaful. The Mayor sent immediately
n telegraphic meaaage to Lord Dudley Stuart
to announce the arrival of the refugee*, and
inatructed the town clerk to write to Sir
(*eorge (Jrey to inquire if the government could
render any asaistarce to the Hungarians and
facilitate their transit to America, where they
were disposed to go. The superintendent of
police was instructed also by his worship to allow
each refuge assistance, to enable him to get
temporary bed and board in town.

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The EariMbpvake Shock at San Francisco..Acorrespondent of the New Yoik Sun,
