The Fall of Mur/thy to the Ground.Renewed
Asseceraliune of Innocence.Final Scene.
This being the day fixed for the execution of

Jurphy, Taylor, and She Iton, convicted of the
a ureter of the .Coaden family, in February last,
he deep interest felt in the inhuman butchery
irought to this place a large number of persona

I have regularly visited the prisoners since 1
ast wrote you, and have had every facility af.
brded of crainin? whatever information was no.

essary, both in reference to the statements of
he prisoners and of tbeir religious sentiments
ind feelings.
The prisoners each had some of their mule

datives visiting thetn last night, for the purpose
>f taking their final leave, and receiving such
lirections as they desired to give in reference to
he disposition of their clothing, &c. The
everend clergy then counseled and prayed with
hem, and some of the legal gentlemen con:ernedin their trial were with them to a late hour.
The same feeling in regard to their eternal

ondition, stated in my last letter as choractcrjsngthem, was still manifested, and each adhered
o his formar oft repeated declaration of intocence.

I visited the jail early this morning, and ascerainedthat they had rested quiet nnd well durngthe night. Murphy, indeed slept soundly.
In passing to the different apartments where

hey were confined, I found Abraham Taylor,
Nicholas Murphy and Wiiliam Shelton, awaiting
heir doom with the most astonishing apparent
ndiffurence.Shelton,perhaps, being rather more
lepressed than u.*>ual. The clergy were early in
ttendancc; but, though Murphy and Taylor
irofessed hopes ofthe future, Shelton preserved
is usual cold and calous appearance.
Revs. Messrs. Pettit, of the Methodist Episcoialchurch; Jones, Gordon and Flowers,of the

Episcopal church; and Valient, of the Methodist
'rotestant church, have been untiring in their
eligions attendance to these men. l'he Rev.
dr. Majors, of Delaware, eioquentlv appealed
o their religious feelings to duy. Shelton renamedcold; Murphy shouted praise to Almighty
jod, and prayed for his wife and children; and
raylor declared confidence that the Almighty
vould take care of him. but wept at the idea of
eaviog his wife and children.

The prisoners were then walked opt of the
til, and placed upon chairs in an open wagon,
""he clergy were immediately in their rear, with
ome of the counsel, and several representatives
f the press. A hollow-square guard of three
undred footmen surrounded them, in the order
>f the procession, with troops of horsemen in
lie front and rear. The crowd was dense all
long the line of march, but no interruption ocured.Col. Ricaud managed the civil police srmgementmost admirably. Col. Kemp had dilutionof the military battalion, and done his
uty well.
Arriving at the foot of tile mound on which

ta scaffold was erected, about a mile northwest
f the town, Cspt. Beck's troop advanced and
leared the dense crowd of people from immeditelyaround the scaffold.
At ten minutes to 10 o'clock the condemned

rere seated upon the scaffold, surrounded by
ie ministers of the law, theclergv, and the rep

sentativesof the press. Mr. \Vm. Condon.
itherof the person who, wi'h his family, were

lurdered, and for which theae men were about
> be executed, mine upon the scaffold to take
rave of them. The old gentleman wept moat
itterly,and Mid to them, "you know my aon

evi-r done yon any harm whilat the culpritn

The Rev. Dr. Johns then offered a solemn J
rayer to Heaven in behalf of the culprits. Rev.

At the reqneat of Taylor, Mr. George Davia, !

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of Smyrna, Delaware, (who has bestowed some
charities upon Taylor's family,) was called, and
Mr. Kicaud handed him ten dollars for the use
of Taylor's family. Mr. D »vis, at Taylor's expressinguneasiness about his body after death,
promised him to havo it conveys# to the resi
donee of his wife, and decently butied.
At 27 minutes past 10 o'clock, the sheriff,

with his assistants, Wm. Parker and John
Greenwood, proceeded to adjust the ropes
around the necks of the condemned. The cord
was so arranged as to allow a fall of the bodies
of about six feet. Shelton still preserved his
uniform position of down cast eyes, and apparentcold, stupid, insensibility of a hereafter.
Murphy and Taylor manifested no great uneasiness,requesting not to be hurt in placing
the cord, but were heard to pray alter the black
can was drawn down over their faces.
W Tlie platform was cleared of all but the
prisoners. All was ready for the fatal moment
appointed for launching these unfortunate men
into eternity. The sheriff stood with the pully
cord in hand; the profoundost a»' prevailed
in u.uv part of the crowd, und'juet as Mar*
phy, in his audible prayer, was heard to exclaim,
" I am going home," the platform fell on which
the condemned stood, and Taylor and Shelton
were seen suspended in the air, and passed from
time to eternity with scarcely a straggle. The
only motion at all perceptible was a muscular
movement of Shelton's shoulders; but the knot
of the cord around Murphy's neck gave way,
and the unfortunate man came down upon the
earth, almost simultaneously with the clattering
timber composing the platform on which they
all had stood just an instant previous. It was
an awful scene. The victim bounded about on
the ground, and uttered most heart-thrilling
moans and cries. There came up a simultane-
ous melancholy sound from the assembled
thousands of people; and an involuntary raovemjeijton the Srft of the crowd to press up, so
as to see the unhappy man. But with a word,
almost perfect order was restored. One sentimentof regret at the untoward accident came
from every lip, and a feeling of the profoundest
moral character seemed to prevail in every
breast.
Murphy was lifted to a chair; the skin of his

neck, wherever the chord touched, was cut, and
emitted some blood. He asked for water, but
lie could not pass it down his throat. He soon
so far recovered as to talk freely, though he sufferedmuch pain. In the moment of his descent
he experienced, in all probability, a pang equal
to those who died. The clergy attended him
when restored, and he still persisted in his innocence;and also declared his belief of Shelton's
innocence.

After the bodies of Taylor and Shelton had
hung twenty-seven minutes, they were declared
dead, and were lowered into their coffins. There
was nothing unusual about the appearance of
Shelton. Taylor's neck bone was broken and
his head nearlv severed from his bodv. so deeD
had the cord entered the flesh.
Murphy was again taken to the scaffold, ffe

still protested his innocence, as also that of SIujIton's.butsaid he knew nothing of Taylor. At
twenty minutes past 11 o'clock, the rope was

again put around his neck. He was mourning
most piteously and praying. The platform fell,
and Murphy was a corpse, with but a slight shudderingof his body.
Thus ended the sad event.
