Nox-IstervexTION.—~Words are ns strangely
tortured as prineiples in these days. Mr. Clay
introduces a measure which aholishes the right
to deul in slaves in the Distriet, whieh, under
prelenes of aiding in the recuvery of fugitives,
interposes the legislation of Congress between
the master and slave in the States; which for-
ever deprives the South of all share in Califor
nia ; which, in the opinion of all the ahlest sup-
porters of the measnures, leaves the slaveholder
legally interdicted from every foot of the re.
maining territory, and, finully, which proposes
to buy up and cover with the same anti-slavery
conditions, the third part of the State of Texas,
Mr. Clay, says the Charleston Mercury, had got
great fime by “compromises,” (all of which had
been broken by the North at the first opportu-
nity,) #nd so he ealls this a “compromise,” and
it was hailed as such by all who were ready to

accept whatever conditions were offered, of to
submit unconditionally, if necessary. The de-
ception of the name worked beautifully for a
time, and it did seem that the boasts of the
compromisers would be made good, and that u
measure which was made up of coneession and
surrender on the part of the South, would tri.
umph, merely because it was called a “compro-
mise.” Wae believe the chances of that have
passed away. 'The mask has been stripped
from this place of chicanery, and its friends
have vanished with its disguise.

Another, and not less impudent imposture 1e
mains: the “non-intervention policy” of  the
President, The administration have proposed
to settle the slavery question in the territories
by “non-interventios.” The name implies qui-
etude, forbearance, & studious abstinence from
ull attempts to control opinion or action in the
territories, by advice, manceavre, force or au-
thority. How has the administration realized
its promise ? It despatehed agenta to California
to stir up the people to form a State govern-
ment ; its military representative, acting avow-
edly on instructions, he parcelled the eountry
into election districts, prescribed the qualification
of voters, and allotted the proportion of repro-
sentation. When the Convention met, he as-
suthed the office of President, and during the dis-
cussions the advice and  authority of the
other agents of the administration were used
to control the decisions of the Convention on a

gress come | ome and confer with their constituents
—Ilet svery Congressional District in the South be
thoroughly canvassed and the questions fairly de-
bated, and an expression of the popular will may
be had, unequivocal and unmistakable,  With a
full delegation in the Nashville Convention, it will
be an easy matier for the South to fix her ultima-
tum ; and we have too much confidence in her pa-
triotism and devotion to the Union, to believe for
a moment that she will demand anything to which
she is not entitled under the Constitution and by
every sense of right and justice. The platform
of the South has already been promulgated in the
resolutions of the Southern Convention, yet it
wants that prestige which the united approval of
the Southern people alone can give it. Was the
vote of the South poiled, we are firmly of the be-
lief nine-tenths of her citizens would be found in
favor of those resolutions.
