as to facilitate the labors of the several committees
on premiums; and also to employ such police and
doorkeepers and clerks, as shall be necessary for
the protection of the grounds and buildings, and
such clerks »3 they may need in the arrangement
and labelling of articles.

4th. There will positively be required, in all
case;, a minute and accurate written statement
illustrating and explaining every article tent for
exhibition.the statement to be delivered to the
Secretary. For instance, if a Machine, a statement
of is powers and uses, cost, time of invention, and
any other fact deemed valuable by the inventor or
maker. If Horticultural or Agricultural Products,
mode of preparation of land and soil, manure and
time of planting, mode ofcultivation. If an Animal,
the pedigree or stock, age, mode of raising, Sic. If
Needle-work or Painting, or any work ofArt, the
length of time bestowed on it, or the amount of
labor; the age, if by children or very old persons
the value, uses, Sic. Since this is the most reliable
mode of collecting such information as may be
wortli publishing in the transactions of the Society,
visitors, patrons and members, all will take notice,
that a premium w ill not be awarded to any article,whatever its merit, unless accompanied by
illustrative and explanatory statements, made out
in legible hand, and in a style fit at once for the
press.

?ih. Premiums..It is impossible to name in a noticelike this all, the various articles to which premiumswill be granted. However comprehensive
we might make any enumerated list there would
slill.be many articles of merit offered w hich would
not be embraced in it, and jet richly deserving
premiums, lest therefore the announcement of premiumsfor particular articles might be construed by
soraeintoan exclusion of all articles unannounced,
the Committco requests the people generally to
observe, that it is intended to give the action of
the Association the very widest scope, embracing
every tiling that is ingenious or useful in business
or art. All then, wiih whatever they-have for sale
or exhibition,- are invited to come. The only
regulation further necessary on this point perhaps
is, that, on all articles of the highest merit in the
department of Slock, Mechanics, Agricultural Implements,and valuable improvements or inventions
in any of the departments, a premium of a cup
worth $ 10 will be given ; on the second best articlesa cup worth ft 5 will be given, on the third best
$ 2. 50 ; on the fourth an honor. And on all artL
cles of the highest merit in the remaining depart
menls a cup worth $5 will be given ; on the second
best ft 2. f>0 ; on the third an honor; on the fourth,

Tm Steam Ekuine..It lias been lately ascertainedthat tlu* application of steam to tliu

propelling of bouts, and even tlio steam engineitself, is not the invention of Fitch or Fulton,
or any of those to whom it has been usually attributed.
A recent discovery in Spain of some very old

and long lost governmental archives, belonging
to the Intcndency of Saruaeas, would seem to
turn tlie tables entirely, and unceremoniouslydash from the brows of those inventors the
wreaths of honor which they huve so long worn.I
In a Madrid newspaper, of the 23d June, culled
La Espaiui, the N. i. Sun finds, taken from the
archives, a full description of u curious engine,
operated by steam, and u full account ot the
trial trip, at Barcelona, of a vessel moved throughthe water by means of said engine. Sauinc-as
was an Intendoney in the north-eastern part of
Spain, in the province of CatAlonia.

It appears from these official records, dated in
the year 1543, and which are in the form of reportsto the Secretary of War, that a Spaniardnamed Blasco de Garay, at that time nil olficer
in the navy of Charles V., made a trial of his
new propelling power, in the presence of the
King. The trial took place on the 17th of June,
1543. The vessel propelled was of 200 tons
burthen, named Iji Trinidad, and commanded byPedro do Scorzn. The King had commanded u
number of his officers to l>e present, amongwhom were his son, Philip II., Ravage, the Iioy.inri ir f ^ * » S
ui x reasurer, xiunry oi lou-uo, uuv. i'eilro tie
Cardona, Vic© Chancellor Francisco Grolla. and
many others of the nobility. An immense concourseof|»eople were ulso present, including
many naval officers. There was a long delay in
starting the boat, owing to some disarrangement!of the machinery, and the crowd became greatlyexasperated against Garay for having drawn
such a concourse of people on such foolish
business. It is recorded that but for tlie direct
interference of the King, the people, in their
madness, would have broken the boat to pieces,
and drowned the foolish inventor in the river
before any trial had been made. The most

[imminent object on the vessel was a large>oiler ,of hot water. No terms too severe could
bo used to express the contempt of the crowd
at the ridiculous project of attempting to propui
a large vessel like the Trinidad by such means.
Hut the moment for starting arrived, and with a
sort of squizzling noise the boat left the shore,
and, to the intense astonishment of all present,
moved rapidly up the river, against wind and
current. In a moment the ridiculing mind of!
that vast crowd was changed to wonder, and
deafening cheers of applause repaid Garay for

The Siamese Twms..Dr. Warren of the
city, lately communicated the following among
other int 'resting particulars in regard to this
Siamese twins:
"The connecting substance is very strong,

nnd lias no great sensibility ; it can bo severely
handled without causuig pain. No pulsating
vessel can bo felt in it. The slightest moMon,
of one is immediately followed bv the other in
the same direction, so that the same wish seems
to influence both ; this is quite involuntary, or a
habit formed by necessity..They always
face'in one direction, standing nearly side by
side, and cannot without inconvenience face
in opposite directions. One is rather more intellectualthan the other, the most intellectual being
rather irritable, the other being extremely amiable.
The connection between these twins might affordsome very interesting observations in physiology,therapeutics, and pathology- There is

doubtless a connection by minute blood vessels,
absorbents and nervous filaments, which might
transmit the action of medicines and the causes
of disease. As far as known any indisposition
of one extends to the other ; they are inclined
to eat and sleep at the same tinm and in the
same quantity, and perform iu the same manner
other similar acts. It is supposed that when
they are asleep, touching one awakens both, but
when awake an impulse given to one does not
affect the other. The slightest movement of
one is so soon perceived by the other, that a
careless observer might think they acted simultaneously.No part seems to hav e a perception
common to both, except the middle of the connectingsubstance and its neighborhood; for
when an impression is made at this part, it is
felt by both, while beyond this space it is
felt only by the one of the side to which it is applied.
. From the limited vascular and nervous connectionthat can be discovered, Dr. Warren
supposes that the Influence of medicine, transmittedfrom one. to the other, would be inconsiderable; and the same would apply to most
diseases.for instance, a slight fever would not
probably extend from one to the other; while
diseases, communicable through the absorbents
or capillaries, (ns sqiull pox) would bo readily
transmitted. The beatings of both hearts coincideexactly, as also the pulses under ordinary
circumstances; if one exerts himself withoutthc
other, his pulse n Ione. will be quickened, while
the latter is unchanged. They breathe also exactlytogether.

This harmony in corporeal functions would
lead us to ask if there boa similar harmony in
the intellectual functions ; if they lire identicallythe same persons. There is no reason to
suppose that their intellectual operations are

any more the same than they would be in any
two persons, confined together, educated under
similar circumstances, and with similar habits
and tastes.
Then would come the question whether theycould be separated with safety. Perhaps such

an operation would not be necessarily fatal, but
mo peritoneum may dc continuous irom one 10
the other, and'the opening of this great serious
cavity might he attended with dangerous symtonis.Should one die before the. other, it
should be immediately perfumed, but no surgeonwould be justified in attempting such an

operation to free them from a mere inconvenience; which inconvenience, if we may believe
the reports of their domestic affairs and nourishingcondition in worldly goods, is after
all oi 110 very great consequence."

Daholi.'s Fog Whistle..This ingenious
invention was exhibited at pier No. 3 North River,to a large number of persons, who were

present at the invitation of the inventor, Mr.
Dahoil. The machine, which weighs about, a

ton, is of n cylindrical form, two feet and 11 half
in diameter, and about three feet and a half in
height. On each side is a balance wheel weighingfour hundred and seventy live pounds,
by which, with the aid of a single operative, the
air pumps, of which there arc two, arc set in
operation.
These force the air into an air-chamber from

which its escape is prevented by means of a conicalvalve worked by a spring, which in addition,
to the pressure of the condensed air from within
the chamber, effectually prevents its passage
out. When the machine is charged with a pressureof 240 pounds to the square inch, tho air
is passed by a stop cock from the chnmber into
a tube, from which it issues with great force
against an iron bell, (the first of the kind we
were informed by tho inventor, ever made in
this country,) producing a sharp shrill whistle, '

which may be heard at the distance of several
miles.

This machine has been made to demonstrate
the entire practibility and general utility of such
means of warning for light-ships, light-houses,
&o. The Fog Whistle, which was in use on
board the light-ship at Hartlett's Reef, in Long
Island Sound, last fall, is said to have been equal
to the steam whistle attached to locomotives,
and much superior to any bell. Notwithstandingthe testimony of several owners of ships, in
regard to its merits, the superintendent of Light-
houses, although strongly urged to substitute it
for the bells, Which were in general use then, refusedto do so, on the ground thnt it would
tike too much time to chnrge tho machine.
The inventor since, however, entered into an

agreement with him, that the government should J

pay half the expenses towards the construction
ofanother, that the superior quantities claimed j
for the fog whistle might be subjected to a fair
test. .After a great deal of time nnd labor had
been expended, the present nrticle was made, J
which can be charged in the short spnee of
half a minute. Kuch machines, if generally *

adopted on our sea coast, most be of mcftle.uablebenefit in protecting our commerce. Mr. j
Daholl, the inventor, is a resident of Providence*
