Ignorance in England..The following is
from Dickon's House Words:
"Taking the whole of Northern Europe.includingScotland and France and Belgium.

(where education is at a low ebb) we find that
to every two and a quarter of the population,
there is one child acquiring the rudiments of
knowledge ; while in England there is one such
pupil to every fourteen inhabitants. It. has!
been calculated that there are at the present!
day in England and Wales nearly 6,000,000 of
persons who can neither read nor write.that is
to say, nearly one quarter of the population.
Also, that of till the children between live and
fourteen, more than one half attend no place of
instruction. These statements would be hard
to believe, if we had not to encounter in our

every day life degrees of illiteracy which would
be startling if we were not thoroughly used to
it. Wherever ue turn, ignorance, not always
allied to poverty, stares us in the. f ee.

"II we look in the Gazette, at the list of part-
ncrahips dissolved, not a month passes but some
unhappy man, rolling, perhaps, in wealth, but
wallowing in ignorance, is put to the experi-
mentuin erucis of'his mark.' The number of
petty jurors.in rural districts especially.who
can only sign with a cross, is enormous. It is
not unusual to see parish documents of great
local importance defaced with the same humiliatingsymbol by persons whose office shows
them to he not only 'men of the mark,' hut
ineu of substance. A housewife in humble life
need only turn to the file of her tradesmen's
bills to discover hieroglyphics which rrnderthem
so many arithmetical nuzzles.

legislature without delay. Other Southern
States will undoubtedly join in the deliberntlonsfor mutual safety. The p.vsago of these
odious measures, so far from a " settleinont ot
the question," will prove but the "beginning of'
the end.".

Southern Rights Association..In response
to a call, previously made, a large nmnfcer ot
Southern men in this city, on Saturday evening
last, for the purpose of forming a " Southern
Rights Association." Judge (J. E. Thomas was

called to the chair, and William II. Chambers requestedto act as Secretary.
The chairman announced the object of the

meeting iu a true Southern speech of fifteen
minutes, and was followed hv Colonel Henry T..
Benning, who moved the appointment of a

committee of five, for the purpose of drafting a

Constitution, accompanying his motion with a

few remarks of characteristic eloquence and fervor.The following committee was appointed,
under his resolution, by the chair:

Colonel Henry L. Benning, John Forsyth,
Martin J. Crawford, P. A. Clayton and William
H. Chambers.

During the absence of the committee, Ft. J.
Moses, esq., was loudly called for,{and responded
in au address of thrirlling eloquence, which was

repeatedly interrupted with the most enthusiasticcheers. At the conclusion of his speech,
trie committee reported tne following.

constitution.
Art. 1. The name of the Association shall

bo the u Muscogee Southern Rights' Association."
Art. 2. Its objects shall bo to organize, more

effectually, the people of Muscogee County in
support of the interests of the South; to insure
couoert of notion among the citizens of this and
other Southern States; to vindicate our rights,
and to support the State authorities in any measureGeorgia may adopt for her defence, or that
of her sister States of the South, against the injusticeand aggression of those of the North.

Art. 3. Every friend of the South, who is
prepared to maintain her rights at all hazards
and to the last extremity, may become a memberof this. Association bv signing this Constitution.

Art. 4. The officers of this Association shall
consist of a President, nine Vice Presidents,
(one from each Captain's District in the county,)
a Recording Secretary, two Corresponding Secretaries,and a Treasurer, to be chosen annually
by the Association at its anniversary meeting,
Art. b. There shall be a Vigilant Committee,

composed of live from the city of Columbus.!
and three from each Captain's District, whose
duty it shall be to consider all communications
relation' to the objects of the Association, and
to prepare and lay before the meeting such informationand reports as they may deem important.The President and Secretaries shall be
ex-officio members of this Committee, and the
Vice President, in each Captain's District, shall
lie ex-t/fficvt Chairman of the Committee in his
District.

Akt. 6. There shall be regular weekly meetingsof the Association, at its room, at such hour
as may be from time to time agreed upon.

Akt. 7. The Association shall, by ballot, np-!
point Delegates to other Southern Rights Asso-j
ciations, Conventions, and Mass-meetings, when-
ever the Vigilant Committee mnv deem it expe-1
dient for its interest and purposes.

Akt. 8. The Association shall continue in
existence, and persevere in its efforts, until the
wrongs of the Smith are redressed, and the
Federal Constitution restored to its original
purity, or the State resumes the powers heretoforedelegated to the United Suites for special
purposes.
The Constitution having been read, Col.

Searborn Jones moved its adoption in a few
happy remarks.
The Constitution was then adopted without

a dissenting voiee, and was signed by nearly
one hundred persona. It was resolved that the
