Tugitive Slave Law in New Yoik,

The following is a telegraphle despateh from
Oswego to the New York Sun:

“ The eolored population of this ¢ity and their
prudential cow mittees were considerably ngitated
this morning, by the announcement that u fugi-
tive slave had been lodged in oor jail lust even-
ing, and was to be taken back on the cars this
morning.  Aecordingly, quite a large number of
colored people, armed with bludgeons, and fierce
as tigers, were promptly at the depot to resist
the oflieers.  After a diligent search, no fugitive
was to be found. A guard was placed around
the jail to prevent the fugitive being taken away.
The Marshal and Sherill were watehed with in-
tense interest, and after some riotous and in-
llammatory speeches, the crowd was finally dis-
persed on information being given to them that
the fugitive slave was no other than a white man,
arrested on & warrant from  his honor Judge
Conkling. Thus we have to record the first ar-
rest and its attendant excitement, under the Fu-
gitive slave law,
