I have often heard Bouthern pol ticians com-
plain of not being able to comprehend the mys-
teries of New York politica; that the State
seemed to be always turning on u pivot, and
changing from one extreme Lo another, appa-
rently without suflicient cause, so that she
could never be depended upon for any sottled
policy, or any cunsistent course of political ao-
tion. To thelr eyeu she seemed always Sapping
her sails to the wind, and then bearlng away full
sail to the opposite point of the compans from
that whenge she wtarted, There is u great deul
of trath in this. Tut there is no such thing ax
an effect without cause, aed nothing ingompre-
hsusiblo in the conduct of man, but notions
without molives, The subject is eurlous, both in
u politicul as well as philosophical polnt of view,
and 1 shall proceed to show that these appa-
rently unaccountable summersetts in politiciaus,
and these sudden revolutions of parties, result
from causes that must necessarily produce pre-
cisely such cousequences,

The fact is, that ever since the first triumph
of the Democracy over the long established
Federal or Whig asgendency in this State, the
two parties have heen so equally divided, that a
feather would turn the scale. In this state of
things it is always in the power of a small fae-
tion to degide poljtival pontests, The least
flurry of what iy fermed an “excitement,”
whether moral, politieal, religious, or pecuniary,
is spfficient to give the victory to whichever
party can enlist It as an anxilisry, Hence, Now
York hus for n considerable time past beea in
fuet governed by contemptible minorities—zer-
tium quida—which ho'ding the balance of pow-
er, decided the eontest in favor of that party
which was willing to bid highest for its sypport,
This, in few words, is the basis of our political
structure; and now for the workmen employed
in ereeting the building,

A great majority—I will not say sll—those
most conspicuously indefatig Lle in our party
struggles, consiste of men who make polities
the wulp businens of their lives. It is as much a
profession oe lnw, phveis, or divinity, They are
in faet TRADING PoLITICIANS, who deal in the ar-
ticle, exactly as they would in dey gooda or
grocerice—that ja—get the highest price for
their services, and lease (hem to those who of-
for the best terms Phere are two cissses of
these; one wholesale, the other retail dealers;
one buys or sells by the puckage, the other by
the piece, or the yard; one, conseqgently, ex-
pects the largest loaves and choiuest fishes, the
other i content with the crust and the scales in
the division of the spoils. The wholesale dealer
appeals to great scetional jnterests, sometimes
through the pocket, at others throngh the con-
scieoee.  The retailer, like the little devil in
Rabelais, is couleni to raisp g tempest in a
parsiey bed, and gels up & canul, a ruil-road, 2
bridge, or sume other great public iwprovoment,
sppasling directly Lo the private interests of o
county, 8 town, or sgme particular class of me-
chanics, manufacturers, or laborers.  The bigh-
ost of oll the achievements of the wholesale
trading politisign, however, in blowing the coals
of a great fanatieal exeltement. Tt is on this last
hobby that most of our great politivians have
for years past ridden into power, and conse-
quently it has become the most potent iustru.
ment in fashloning every great statesman for
public honors, or pablic profits,

The first great excitement was that of Anti.
Masonry, which being dexterously seized upon
by some of the most sagicious of our trading
politicians, such 5 the venerable manager of
the great fancy ball at Baratogs, and the slippery
eel of the Albany Etening Journal, was blown
into n flame that econsumed nearly all the old
landmarks of the two great contending parties,
The head manager, snd Billy Morgan's ghost,
breame the great leadors of the new party; the
former wis in due time transplanted to the great
eonservatory of hot-house plants at Washing-
ton, and the latter, it is believed, has been laid
by the exorcisms of the Abolitionists. Some
think it is stil wandering i the neighborhood
of Forl Ningaragand that it mgy be raised ngain
by the ui fte 1 efforta of the head manager, and
the Albany Evening Jonurnal. When the former
made his debat as a eabinel minister at Wash-
ington, it was said, 1 remember, that being
asked to what party he belonged, he answered
with great simplicity, “the Morzan excitement.”

But these kinds of tools loose thefr edge in
time, and can seldom be sharponed gain,  The
Morgan excitement died a nutaral death after
having turned the free mn=ons into * odd fel-
lows"—which was a groat trinmph of principle
—and sowing the seeds of that disorganization
which has ever since confonndud the twa great
parties here.

THE SPANISH SCHOONER AMISTAD.

Mr. MABON'S resolution, instructing the
Comuittes on Foreign Relations to inquire inte
the expediency of making some indemnity to
the Bpanish eluimants of the Africans of the
scheoner Amistud, aceording to the recommen.
dation of President Polk in his annual message
of 1847, was next taken u

Mr. CHASE was opposed to the resolution.
He referred to the several trenties betwen Bpain
and Greal Britiin for the suppression of the
African alave trude, and recited the history of
the Amistad case, The Africans were declared
wau Bupreme Court to be free men, were
liberated, nud subsequently sont ta Afriea. Th
had been kidnapped in violation of existing
treatien, and there was not a shadow of justice in
any elnim set up for indemnity for the loss of
thexs men.

Mr. HALE said that nothing so abhorrent as
thia proposition had ever been presented to the
Senute.  Under the lute great Compromise mea-
suren there wan to be universal peace, everybody
waan to love everybody ; there wus to be univer-
sal pence, and harmony, and concord, and glori.
fication.  Agitation was to bo put at rest for-
ever. Now what do we see! If any member
of the proscribed party of the North
any thing here, it was immediately put to sleep
by the most effective nurcotic. But when thia
most abominable and abhorrent proposition
from the other side i prescuted, wo have no
alarmn exited at ail. 1t Is only proposed that we
shall voluntarily intemnify a parcel of slave.
traders out of the Nation Treanury ; when, if
these men had been our own citizens, every man
of them, with the law enforced, would have been
hung. He admonished gentlemen nat to be so
sure that the moral sentiment of the North is so
far ¢rushed that they will submit to any out-
rage on this question of slavery. There may be
a ground swell before they are prepared for it.

r. CLAY thonght that as this was a mere
proposition of inquiry, it ought to be adopted,

this Confederpey, in spite of the idle threats of
military goercjon. But whut care our trading
politicians for all this? It is excellent political
capital for those who have no other, and has ac-
cordingly been selected as the peculiar property
of the great spostle of the higher law, who,
however, has many formidable competitors, who
all nim at the same thing, but by different incans.

There are other minor
springw, which sid in putting party machinery in
motion—auch as canal excitements, rail-road ex-
citements, bridge excitements, and all sorts of
petty local expilempyls, of which & man wle
understands his trade may avail himself in ¢limb-
ing up the political chimney. Instead of wasting
his time and his breath in the inculeation of
greal fundumental pringiplps, he appeals di-
rectly to the pocket, and plodges himself that if

{the peogle will enly make u greal man of Lim,

hie will use all his efforts, not to protect their
rightannd liberties, or to contribute to the general
welfure, but to carry through a canal or a ruil-
rosd, that will enbance the value of property in
1 cerlain distriet fifty or an hondred per cent.
What are political principles to this?  And what
is the Constitulion, or the rights of States—or
what are {alents, integrity, and patriotism, pri-
vate worth or public virtue, compyred with a
canal or a rail-road, that will put money in our
purie!

These are the aprings that give life and mo-
lion to our political machine, which is far more
complicated than a steam engine. That has
only a single primum mobile, but curs hasa hun-
dred little jovisible influences, sometimen co-
operating In one slngla purposo, at pthers pul-
ling different waym, ani like fowls in a barn-
yard, striving wisich shall secure the erambe—
The seat of our government, during the session

of the Legislatare, is n acene worth the con.
tomplation of a philosophic observer. The po-
litieal ennldron is agitated by a hundred little
tides, eddies, and whirlpools, that conflist with
each other, and the ship—I don’t mean ship.of-
State—is whirled different ways, as one or the
other of these in torn prevails.
