Tuesday, January 30, 1853TbaChair laid before the Senate a communicationfrom the Stale Department on the subject of

Mexican indemnity.
Petition* were presented by Messrs. Bauglk,

Hcmtke, Miller, Gwin, Brouhead, Bradiury,
Seward, Shiildi, Davis, and other Senators.
Among the reports from committees, was the

bill providing for the right of way and a grant of
lanil for a railroad from the Mississippi river to
the Red river, through the State of Arkansas,
which was reported back by Mr. Borland, with
an amendment.

Mr. UNDERWOOD introduced a bill granting
the right of way, And a portion of the public land,
to aid in the construction of a railroad from Louisvilleto St. Louie.
Mr. SHIELDS reported a bill to amend the act

incorporating the Washington Ga« Light Com1panyahother clerk.

Mr. SEBASTIAN moved that tl.e Committee
on Indian Affairs be allowed a clerk.
Mr. DAWSON moved to amend by providing

also for a clerk for the Committee ou Patents
Mr HAI R moved further to amend bv allow-

ing a clerk to the Committee on Engrossed Utile.
Mr. HALE'S motion wu adopted, and after

some conversation, Mr. Dawson withdrew his
amendment.
Mr. BRIGHT earnestly opposed this tiling of

allowing clerka to the committees, as an abuse
He contended that the only committee in the Senatewhich needed a clerk, was the Committee on

Finance,and that to allow clerks toother committeeswould be appointing men at the public expenesto do the private business of Senators, which
they ought to do themselves.
The subject was debated by Messrs. Badger,

DatouT and Hale, the latter gentleman insisting
that we ought to take a national view of this ques
tion. It im ght possibly occur in the future that

. the administration might be of one party and the
. Senate of another, and that upon a broad national
view of the case, it would become necessary to

provide a little putronuge for such of our friends
as could not be attended lo by the administration.

" INTERVENTION.

Mr. CASS introduced a resolution, which was

read for the information of the Senate, declaratory
of the sympathy of the people ofthe United States

. with all nations struggling for liberal principles,
and that while they have the full right to manage
their own national concerns, and that while it is
our policy not to avoid interference in their domesticaffairs, yet the people of the United States
cannot see without deep concern, as they have
seen heretofore, the violation of these psinciples
by other nations.

Mr. GWIN introduced a bill providing for a

bounty lanp warrants.

The Senate resumed the considertion of the bill
to make bounty land warrants assignable, with
Mr. Walker's amendment pending, which is as

follows:
"Sec. 3. And be it farther enacted. That where

any person, being a citizen of the United States,
or having declared his or her intention to become
such according to existing laws, and being of the
age of twenty-one years orfipwarda, or the head
of a family, shall settle upon any ot tne puouc
lands of the United Slates not reserved for forts,
arsenals, dock-yards, navy-yards, or other needfulbuildings or special purposes, or appropriated
for the special uses, except such as are known to
contain mines of the precious or gross metals or

precious stones, and shall reside upon and cultivatethe same, or a part thereof, for the term of
five years, such person shall be allowed to enter
without charge, in legal subdivisions, at the properland office, the land so settled upon and occupied,not exceeding in quantity a quarter section
or 160 acrss; the said settlement and occupancy
to be manifested and proved according to such

L regulations as shall be adopted and promulgated
by the Secretary of the Interior; Provided, That
when the settler shall not lie a citizen of the
United Slates, but shall have declared his intentiononly as aforesaid, he or she shall not be allowedto make the entry aforesaid, unless he or

she shall have perfected his or her naturalization
according to the laws of the United States."
This amendment was debated at some length

by Mr. Walker in its support, and Messrs. Underwoodand Dawson in opposition, when the
question was taken and the proposition rejected
by the following vote :

Messrs. Walker and Geyer, proposed oilier
amendments, which were rejected.

Kir. McMULLEN, of Virginia, who was entitledto the floor, spoke at length upon the

bill. At the last session he had the misfortune
to differ with the honorable chairman of the Committeeon Ways and Means, (Mr. Haylt,) on this
subject. He (Mr. McMoli.en) then thought, as

he uid now, that there was something wrong in relationto the payment of these instalments.that
by the manner of making the ,nst payment the
government had incurred a loss of from sixty to

eighty thousand dollars He believed it to be the
duty of the Cnmmiitee on Ways and Means to

examine into the matter and see whether this savingcannot be made. The Mexican government
had protested againat the manner of the last pay-
ment. lie believed that it was entitled to a hear-
jng in the matter. Mr. McM. alluded to certain
charges which had appeared in the newspapers
against the administration, relative to the course

pursued in paying these'instalments. Mr. Mc
Mdllkn yielded the floor to

Mr. DISNEV, of Ohio, who also spoke of these
charges, and believed it to be the duty of tlje chair
man of the Committee on Waya and Means, to

go to the Preaident, inquire into the facta, and
Bring them before Con "sees.

Mr. HOUSTON said that the gentleman'a point
waaaingular. If he waaanxious for information, it
was a very easy matter to obtain it. Why
has he not offered a resolution for the purposeIf it was true, as has been asserted,1
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that the President, or Secretary of State, have
acted improperly, and members desired information,how easy it was to obtain it. But it
could not be expected that he (Mr. Ii.) as
chairman of the Committee of Ways and Means
should institute the inquiry. There might be name
misunderstanding. The proper way was to offer
a resolution.
Mr. DISNEY said that the gentleman was

chairman of a committee whose duty it was to

report no bill to the House, unless previously
well satisfied of its propriety, &c. Of course,
then, he had a right to make investigation. But

resolution, lie (Mr. D.) was ready to offer one.

lie thought that it was proper far the committee
to make an investigation, however.
Mr HOUSTON desired to know in what inaunerhio friend (Mr. Dismkt) would wish the committeeto make investigation ? The gentleman has

more than intimated that the President and Secretaryof State have failed to perform their duty
properly. If so, it was a pertinent matter for the
House to act upon, and not for the committee.
Mr. DISNEY said that he had only alluded to

4he charges which have appeared in print.
Mr. HOUSTON thought that the allusion appearedlike such an intimation.
Mr. McMULLEN said he was very glad that

he had yielded the floor, as it had Berved to elicit
some useful information. He concurred with the
gentleman from Ohio (Mr. Disney) in the opinion
that this subject should be investigated by the
Committee of Ways and Means, whose duty it
was to investigate and report thereon. If they do
not do so, they will he held responsible by their
constituents and the country. In his (Mr. Mc M's)
opinion, Mexico has been most shamefully imposedupon.palpable injustice has been done to
that oppressed people.if these charges are true.
He wished for an investigation for another reason

.because, at the last sesaion, when a Democratic
Committee of Ways and Means had reeommended
large appropriations, the responsibility was

charged upon the Democratic ^iar»y, although it
scarcely had a majority here. He hoped memberswould recollect this, as it was very likely that
it would be done again. He believed, also, that
an investigation Was due to the government, Mr.
Webster, Mexico and nil concerned.

These charges are, substantially,that the Secretary of State had taken
the responsibility to make a contract with certainbanking houses to pay the amount of the
last indemnity at the city of Mexico. The ques
tion was, should Congress now violate that contract,admitting, even, that it yao improperly
made. Mr. M. said he did not oelieye this was
the proper time to discuss the matter. It would
be better for the House to act, wht n the JudiciaryCommittee shall have reported on a memorial
touching th« matter that is now before them.
Mr DUNHAM, of Indiana, was for holding

the Executive responsible. It was the duty of
Congress to give him the means to pay the iridemnity°but no! 'o take the responsibility of its disbursement.
The subject was further debated by Messrs

Disnf.y and Marmiai.l.
Mr. BROOKS, of New York, said that, when

the mailer came up at the last session, lie was opposedto the present mode of payment and in
favor of putting it up to the lowest bidder. Mr.
B. defended the President and Secretary of State
from imputations of corruplion.

Mr. BAYLY took the floor to speak on the inr
demnity bill ; but, after remarking that he should
like to give hiR views after other members had
generally given theirs, he yielded the floor to
Mr. GIDD1NGS, of Ohio, who said that he

On motion of Mr. HOUSTON, the House went
into Committee of the Whole on the state of the
Union, (Mr. Jones, of Tennessee, in the chair,)
and took up the bill, reported by Mr. Houston,
ohnlrmnn nf the Committee of Wavs and Mesns,
" to provide for carrying into execution, in furtherpart, the twelfth article of the treaty with
Mexico, concluded at Guadalupe Hidalgo."

[This bill appropriates the sum of $(>,180,000
for the payment of the next instalment of the
Mexican indemnity, falling due on the 30th of
Mav. 1852. and provides " that said sum shall be

Neither our time or limits will permit even the

contrivances by which the i n'inal structure ia
sustained, he showed conclusively, resemble
those by which the vegetable product ia nurtured
und expands; and doubtless not a few of his
auditory learnt on Monday evening, for the first
time, that each of thein compose « sort of living
furnace, and that the fuel with which it is supplied,is that which is consuming them.
The destruction of the animal tissues that is

thus taking plape, is met by tha supply of
new tissues derived in this way, aho from tha
food that ia taken into the stomach, and conveyedto every part of the system by the blood.
so that, as has been observed, a man's eye todaymay consist of the plum pudding he was

looking at yesterday, and of which he partook.
And as the finest specimen of human inventions,exhibited in the atenm engine, ia rude

and imperfect, when compared with the animal
functions; so do the latter, in the accomplish
it ent of a given object, exceed the former in
economy and efficiency ; a man for instance, he
said, would con«0me ten ounpes of carbon jn
twenty four hours, during which time he might
ascend Mount lilaitc, while the most perfect andefficientsteam engine would not elevate him to
the same height, without the expenditure of five
times that <pi intity,

Dr. Rooms concluded his e .ttrse of lectures,
by re-affirming the proposition with which he
commenced.that notwithstanding all the investigationsand discoveries of science, and the
knowledge that man has obtained of the woik
ings of nature, lie is still ignorant of what constitutesthe starting point of lite, as exhibited in
the simple cell. The microscope, he said- might
make, other developments, but these would lend
probably to discoveries that would open up anotherfield for further exploration. With his
auditory he had, ho said, been considering the
simple relations of animate and inanimate creation; a higher and noblt r subject of enquiry remuineu,,'ft moral and intellectual powers of
man. In persecuting "ivebtigntions in unit di
rection, other sources of information must be
sought, in the volume of inspiration which had
been transmitted by the groat Author of all, and
in those emotions and that consciousness, which
predominate in the bosom of man.

Smithsonian Institute.Dr. Rodger's Con
cludino Lecture..Notwithstanding the excessivecoldness of the weather on Monday
evening, and the driving snow, combined with
the attractions of Catherine Haves and the
theatre, the Institute was, comparatively speaking,well lilted, although there was a remarkable
absence of the fairer portion of creation.many
of whom doubtless, on such a night, preferred
the comforts and enjoyments of the social fire
side, to listening to the ahstru-e, but delightful
investigations and deductions of fcience.

Dr. Rodoerb commenced by stating, that as

the nttention of his auditory had hoen directed
principally to the consideration of the mcchani-
cnl and chemical properties of the atmosphere,
it was important that they should understand
how its comi onent parts are separated from
each other, and their relative weight ascertained.
To effect this, various substane.es, lie said, are

selected.each one having an ntiinity to a particularingredient of atmospheric air; and he
proceeded to describe the simple process by
which the analysis is accomplished.
He then called attention to the fact, that nil

vegetable and animal structures consist mainly
of three or four of these ingredients of the atmosphere.oxigon,nitrogen, hydrogen, and car-

bon.to which not only is attributed the origin,
but the sustentation of animal and vegetable
life; which he fully elucidated and established
in the subsequent part of the lecture, during
which he described the process by which the atoms)here is transformed into the living plant,
and the germination of the seed after it has bnen
committed to the ground, with its minute store
of starch on which to fowl until nourished by
heat ai d moisture, it sends out its fibrous rootletsin search of nourishment, elevates its stem,
which is then covered w ith leaves, and ultimately
fulfils the task assigned by nature of aupplying
food and fruit for man.

Sir :-After consulting many persons interested in
the principal Rail-Roads in the United States, the
undersigned propose to establish agencies in this
city and in New York, for the purpose of collectingfull and authentic Rail-Road statistics and
such other information as will enable them to sen «

persons desiring to invest in Rail-lload security
or to procure information ofany matters connected
with the construction and administration of RetlRoads.They also propose, especially, to urge
jpon Congress a modification of the laws retainsto contracts for carrying the mail, so as to authorizethe Post Office Department to contract for
the perpetual use of Rail-Roads, and, instead of
paying, as now, quarterly on contracts for four
years, to advance in five per cent, bonds of the
United States, chargeable upon the revenues of
the Post Office Department,an amount, the interestupon which at 6 per cent, would equal the
payments now made.
The government now pnys $300 per mile for

carrying the muil on first class Rail-lloads. This
is (i per cent, on $5,000. The undersigned would
urge thut, instead of paying $300 a mile, per annum,the Department Nhould deliver, on aconlract
n perpetuity, five $1,000 bonds, bearing an inte
rest of five per centum. At this rate the charge
upon the Department would be reduced from $300
to $250 a mile, per annum, and the $50 per mile
saved would create a linking fund which will, in a

fewyears,pay otfihe Bonds,and give theuseofsuch
roads forever thereafter, free of all charge ; therebyeffecting a vast saving on the present annual
expenditures of the Po t Office Department, and
a consequent reduction of the rates of postage.
The effect will be no less advantageous to Rail

Road Companies than to the government. For
nstance, such a contract would give to the Baltimoreand Ohio Rail-Road Company more than
^.OOO,OIK), which would enable that complete its
road at an early day, and greatly increase its businessand profits.
But to meet objections and impress the public

mind with a proper sense of the nenefits to result
from this measure will require concert of action
and continued active effort, through the press and
otherwise. The undersigned tender their services
to your Company, expecting a reasonable compensation,partly contingent upon the success ot
the measure ; and respectfully suggest the proprietyof your sending one or more delegates to
ihis city, on the first Wedensdav in December
next, to confer with delegates from other RailRoadCompanies, as to the details of the proposedarrangement and the best mode ofbringing ihe
subject before Congress.

services iri this matter, we will promptly attend
to all nth'r business, which you, or your Company,may have with the Post Office Department,
jr other branch of the government.
