He contended that the
number to constitute tha House of Representa-
tives was definitely fixed by the census act of
1850, and he was not in favor of passing any law
to chenge that number. But under that act the
State which he represented was entitled to a¥frac-
tional representative, and it would be unjust to
deprive her of that representative. In the law for
the admission of California into the Union it was
also stipulated that she should have two represen-
tatives in Congress until the next enumeration of
her inhabitants was held. It was evident, he
argued, that there had been no enumeration
auch as this law contemplated. It was plain,
then, that California should be allowed two repre-
sentatives in Congress until an actual enumeration
took place. ¥

Mr. DOWNS thought Louisiana would also
be entitled to a fractioral representative, and he
prop to increase the whole number s0 ns to
give her one. He proceeded to argue the justice
of thia proposition. % 1
