Smith
when (he latter fiv nd I||v|I the sbooting
wis done in defence, The bullet
wised the man and killed o litle colored
girl who lappened to be near. A mob of
negroes at once assembled geized Dr.Smith,
and were about to Lang bim, Lut the tears
of his wife and the entresties of Mayor
Woudson #aved his life, 1o wua then
areested by the civil suthorities,and, sfter
un luguest by s coroner ' jury and % pre-
limivary exmminution befure o magistrate,
commitied to juil. Afterward he was taken
before the Distriet Conrt on a writ of ha-
beas corpus, when, wfter » fall hearing o|
the facts brought out before the wrnner ()
jury, he was adwitted to buil, and giving
tisfactory bonds for bis appearsnce for
trisl, permitted him to retura to his home.
A week or more after his relesss from
prisom the bouse of Dr, Bmith was sur-
ronnded in the night by anotber negro mok,
he vaw torn from his bed, bis wife cliog-
ing (o him, and threatened with rummary
exccution, Mrs, Smith's tears snd cotrea-
ties, however, waved lim, though he und
bis wife were both lccked up in jail,which
for several nights was eurrounded with a
negro guard, and there the Doctor remai-
ned until a party of white cilizens came Lo
his rescue, and escorted him 10 a place of
safety i De Soto couuty, his second im-
M isonmest being entiely illegal, ns he
had been admitted to bail by the court
having jurisdiction of his offence.
