This scheme was car­
ried on to such an extent that wo doubt 
whether all the efforts of tho Democratic 
party would have secured the gloriou s 
victory we now rejoice over had not the 
general tide of denunciation set in and 
assisted us here as elsewhere. Our suc­
cess affords us so much pleasure that for 
a time w'o feel almost like overlooking 
the scandalous conduct of our political 
foes, hoping that they have been taught 
a lesson that they will not forget.
