Leaning on the una of Prince
Albert, the Empress, (the Kmperor by her
side,) walked to Warden Hotel, where they
hud luuch, he-aides un addreaa froui the Corpo¬
ration of Dover, l hence they proceeded by
special train to the bricklayer's Aruis station,
ut Londou, where the Queen's carriages and
an escort of troops were in waiting.

Embarking in the royal vehicles, the impe¬
rial party proceeded ut u slow pace through
the streets of Londou, along the Kent and
Westminster roads, across Westminster bridge
through Parliament street, Whitehall, Charing-
crosa, l'allmall, St. James', Piccadilly, Hyde
Park, and by Victoria gate and Eastbourne
terrace to the Paddington station, where cars
were ready for Wiudsor. At every point along
this distance of live miles the streets were

packed with spectators, und every window pane
was crowded with gazers. At the clubs espe¬
cially, of which Louis Napoleon was formerly
un habitue, the most lively curiosity wus mani¬
fested by the members to catch u glimpse of
the ultered fortunes of their former associate.

in passing the house in King street in which
he formerly resided, the Emperor was observed
to point it out to his wife, immenso cheering
marked the whole of their progress through
London. On arriving at Windsor Castle, at 7
o'clock, evening, the visitors were received in
the Graud Hall by the Queen and her family,
with the usual court officials, and Lords Pal-
merston and Clarendon. A "State dinner"
followed. Windsor was illuminated*in the even¬

ing, and the Lord Mayor of London gave a ban¬
quet to the Prefect of the Seline, at which cere¬

mony were present the consuls-general of sev¬
eral European powers, and of Mexioo, Chili,
and Brazil. We believe the United States were
not represented on the occasion.
On Thursday the imperial party went to Guild,

hall. Lords Falmerston, Clarendon, Landa-
downe, and Panmure, with numerous lesser
lights of the administration, were represented,
as was also the United States Minister. The
Emperor wore, as usual, the uniform of a gen¬
eral of division. Eugenie's costume was of
white and green brocade silk. When the re¬
corder proceeded to read the address to the
Emperor, the Empress rose and stood by the
side of her husband. Napoleon's reply to the
address was in the following terms:

" My Lord Mayor: After the cordial recep¬
tion I iiave experienced from the Queen, noth¬
ing could affect me more deeply than the senti¬
ments towards the Empress and myself, to
which you, my Lord Mayor, have given expres¬
sion, on the part of the city of London; for
London represents the available resources
which a world-wide commerce affords, both for
civilization and for war. Flattering as are your
praises, I accept them, because they ure ad¬
dressed much more to France than to myself;
they are addressed to a nation whose interests
are to day everywhere idential with your own.

| Applause. J
" I hey are addressed to an army and navy

united to yours by an heroic companionship in
danger and in glory, [renewed applause;] they
are addressed to the policy of the two govern¬
ments, which is based on truth, on moderation,
and on justice. For myself, I have retained on

the throne the same sentiments of sympathy
and esteem for the English people which 1 pro¬
fessed as an exile, [loud and prolonged cheer-
ing,] while I enjoyed here the hospitality of
your Queen ; aud, it 1 acted in accordance with
my convictions, it is that the interest of thefia-
tion which has chosen me, uo less than that of
universal civilization, has made it a duty.

Indeed, England tind France are naturally
united on all the great questions of politics and
of human progress that agitate the world. From
the shores of the Atlantic to those of the Medi¬
terranean.from the Baltic to the Black Sea.
from the desire to abolish slavery to our hopes
for the amelioration of all the countries of Eu¬
rope.I see in the moral as in the political
world for our two nations but one course and
ono end. [Applause.]

" It is, then, only by unworthy considerations
and pitiful rivalries that our union could be dis¬
severed. If we follow the dictates of common
sense alone, we shall be sure of the future.
(Loud applause.] You are right in interpret¬
ing my presence among you as afresh and con¬

vincing proof of my energetic co operation in
the prosecution of the war, if we fail in obtain¬
ing an honorable peace. [Applause.]
"Should we so fail, although our difficulties

may lie great, we may surely count on a suc¬

cessful result, for not only are oor soldiers and
sailors of tried valor.not only do our two
countries possess within themselves unrivalled
resources.but, above all, aud here lies their
superiority, it is because they are in the \an of
all generous and enlightened ideas. The eyes
of all who suffer, instinctively turn to the
West.

'' Thus onr two nations are even more power¬
ful from the opinions they represent than by
the armies and fleets they have at their com¬

mand. [Great upplau.se. j I am deeply grateful
to your Queen for uffording me this solemn op¬
portunity of expressing to you my own senti¬
ments and those of France, of which I am the
interpreter. I thank you iu my own name and
that of the Empress for the frank and hearty
cordiality with which you have received us; We
shall take back with us to France the lasting
impression made on minds thoronghly able to

appreciate it, of the imposing spectacle which
England presents, where virtue on the throne
directs tho destinies of a country under the em¬

pire of a liberty without danger to its gran¬
deur."

It is estimated that not fewer than one million
of spectators were assembled in the streets to
catch a view of Louis Napoleon and Eugenie.
Hundreds of Hags were hung on the outer walls,
and a noticeable proportion bore the words,
44Tempire c"ett la pair." Guildhall had been
newly decorated for the occasion.
At the eastern end of the hall two thrones

were placed on a raised dais, and overshadow¬
ed by a canopy of purple velvet and gold. One
of the thrones bore the cypher N, the other E.

Napoleon.Eugenie.Clustered around the walls were devices
draped with the flags of the allied nations, and
bearing tho legends " Balaklava," "Alma,"
" Inkerman, Medallion* by Qneon Victoria and
Napoleon III. plentifully bestndded the walls.

In the evening Queen Victoria and Prince
Albert, Napoleon, and Eugenie visited the
Jtalian opera. 500 guineas were given as the
quotations for boxes, and 30 guineas for single
stalls in tho favored parts of the honse where
the light of the roynl countenances might fall
on the occupants. London, west of Templebar,
was illuminated.

Wednesday, the 18lh, the Queen conferred
on the Emperor the investiture of the garter.
The Queen buckled the garter around the Em¬
peror's leg and placed the riband across his
shoulder.
On Friday the Emperor and Empress, ac¬

companied by the Queen and Prince Albert,
visited the Crystal Palace at Sydenham, where
20,000 persons were assembled to receive them.
In the evening the Qneen gave a snpper and
a concert, and the American minister was

present.
On Saturday their Majesties returned home.
Considnrale excitement was caused in Isoii-

don by a report that a French refuge had at

tempted to shoot the Emperor, while returning
to Buckingham Palace. It turned out, how¬
ever, that the man had only attempted to throw
a letter in the carriage. He was, of course,
immediately arrested. Several persons, said
to be Chartists were arrested for gathering a

rrowd, and oirculating handbills of the follow¬
ing description during the Imperial progress
through London :

On the re-assembling of Parliament, ou the
16th, several hundred thousand pouuds were

voted, iu the Commons, for salaries and ex¬

penses of government officers. A motion by
Colouel Bolderp, for a select committee of in¬
quiry into the medical departments of the army
and navy was negatived. Ou the evening of
the 20th, the Chancellor of the Exchequer sub¬
mitted his financial budget, showing that the
expenditures of the year were estimated at
£86,839,000, including £16,200,000 for the
army, £16,700,000 for the navy, £7,800,000 for
ordinance, £27,950,000 for interest on the ex-

isting debt, and £6,500,000 for civil service.
The revenue from present taxes is estimated at

only £63,339,000, leaving a deficit of £23,500,-
000.
He (the Chancellor of the Exchequer) then

stated that he intended to impose additional
taxes to the amount of £5,300,000. He would
raise this amount by Increasing the present
duty on sugar by 3s. per cwt., varying accord¬
ing to quality; to increase the duty on coffee
Id. per lb.; on tea 3d. per lb.; Id. on all ban¬
kers' checks or notes payable on demand; Is.
lOd. per gallon on Scotch spirits, and 2d. addi¬
tional, making 9d. per pa. ou all incomes.
After discussion, the resolutions were agreed
to, and ordered to be reported.
The whole of the new loan of £16,000,000,

just negotiated, must be paid in to the govern¬
ment before the 18th of December next. No
discount allowed for prompt payment, and no

exemption from income tax on the dividends.
An extra credit for the expenses of the war

will be submitted to Parliament, probably to
the extent of £3,000,000 sterling, which amount
will be raised by exchequer bills. Govern¬
ment will not pledge itself not to raise a new

loan during receipt of this; nor can it be
promised that no foreign guarantied loan will
be offered in the English market.

FRANCE.
A speech by the Emperor-Americans 1m

Parts, etc.

Previous to setting out for England the
Emperor received the Deputies at the Tuilleries,
and made them a speech, in which he said:

"I believe I shall express your sentiments by
assuring the Government of Her Majesty the
Queen of Great Britain that you appreciate, as

I do, all the advautages of the alliance with
England.
"We all desire peace, but on honorable con¬

ditions, and on such conditions only. If we

are to coutinue the war, I count upon your
loyal support, [cries of yes! yes!"J

M. Ducos, Minister of Marine, died at Paris,
on the 7th. Admiral Hamelin succeeds him.

Hon. Robert M. McLane, U. S. Minister to
China, who is on a visit to Paris, had been con¬

fined to his room for several days by indisposi¬
tion, but on the 13th ult. was sufficiently recov¬

ered to be able to ride out, and would soon

leave for China.
S. G. Goodrich, late U. S. consul at Paris,

and family, had returned to France from Italy.
Dr. Holland, of Houston, Texes, had also re¬

turned to Paris, from a tour through Germany
and Switzerland. Dr. E. Warren, of North
Carolina, was in Paris previous to the 14th ult.
The Paris Moniteur publishes the conclusion

of Louis Napoleon's History of the Crimean
campaign. It seems to rely on the acquisition
of the Austriau alliance as sufficient recom¬

pense for all the disasters with which the mili¬
tary operations of the allies have been attended.
Stocks fell 80 centimes on the publication of
this article, after five days of successive falls,
of over a franc in all.

BPA1M.
The Madrid journals of the 12th state that

constderable agitation had prevailed during
the few days previous, but it had entirely
ceased; though, by way of precaution, the
guard of the palace of the Cortes was conside¬
rably increased. It was reported that the
Minister of Interior had resigned, and that
the Minister of Justice intended to follow his
example.
M. Alonzo, formerly Minister of Justice, is

dead.
On the 14th the Cortes approved a budget of

civil list, granting to the Queen 28,000,000
reals; to the King 1,000,000 reals; the Prin¬
cess of Asturias 1,000,000 reals; and the
Duchess de Montpensier 1,500,000.

It is rumored that the Pope's protest against
the sale of the ecclesiastical property had ar-

riVed.
Madrid, April 16..The grand review passed

yesterday by the Duke of Victoria was magni
ficent; 25,000 men were in line. The troops
cried, "Vive the Queen," "Vive Espartero,"
"Vive Liberty."

RUSSIA.
Con I In ue<l War Preparations and De¬

fences In Different <t«sarters, *«.

It is stated in a letter from St. Petersburg,
in the Cea» of Cracow, that all the bridges iu
the lower part of the Neva have, though in
granite, been destroyed and cast into the river,
io order to prevent large vessels from ascend
ing. *

The Konigsborg Gazette, says: "We have re¬
ceived intelligence from Riga to the 10th, which
states that 2,000 men, composed of soldiers,
and partly of men sentenced to imprisonment
fof various offences, were employed constantly
in fortifying the port of Dunamunde. The
works there have now been very nearly termi¬
nated, and every day heavy artillerv was ar¬

riving from the interior to arm the fortress
and the other works erected along the coast."
A letter from Archangel states that the gov¬

ernor has, notwithstanding the severity of the
winter, which still prevailed there when the
letter was written in the middle of March,
caused strong batteries to be established on the
neighboring coast, and has fortified the con¬
vent of Soloweskoi in such a formidable way
as to place the port out of the reach of ail
danger. The fire of the new works is com¬

bined with that of the fortress in such a man¬

ner as to expose vessels of the enemy to a

terrible cross fire. Large stores of ammuni¬
tion have been collected at the fortress of No-
vodwinsk, not far from Archangel, and sledgee
were occupied every day in conveying powder
and projectiles to the convent of Soloweskoi
and to the new batteries.

ITALY.
Narrow Kseape of the Pope from Death.

[Rome (April 14) Correspondence of the London
News. |

The day before yesterday His Holiness was

as nearly as possible crashed to death in the
monastery of St. Agnes extra muroi, where he
had been dining with a select party of cardi¬
nals and prelates, besides the dignitaries of his
household, and the French and Austrian gene¬
rals commanding at Rome and Ancona, De
Montreal, and Hoyoe. The accident occurred
as follows : The Pope having for some time en¬

tertained a strong wish to visit the Alexandrine
basilica and catacombs recently discovered,
about seven miles from Rome, on the Coaizo
estate, belonging to the Propaganda College,
fixed npon Thursday, the 12tn instant, for ex¬

amining the excavations, and invited Cardi¬
nals Marini, Patrizi, Schwarzenberg, Arch¬
bishop of Prague, Carvsdho, Patriarch of Lis¬
bon, and a great antiquarian, Antoaelli, as well
as several prelates, amongst whom the Prince
Archbishop of Vienna, the Archbishop of Dub*
lin, and the Bishops of Verona, Newport, and
Burlington, besides the two generals and some

diplomatists and laymen of rank, to accompany
him in his visit to the venerable remnants of
early Christian architecture.

1 be visits having been made, he returned to
the monastery of St. Agnes, in the cloister of
which he entertained his distinguished guests
at dinner, in a large ball on the first floor, and

j subsequently admitted the pupils of the Propa¬
ganda College to kiwi hut foot.
At tbi* moment about oue huudred aud fifty

pernou* were collected together around the
Pope, when an awful tremour manifested itself
in the flooring, which his holiness instantly per¬
ceived, and endeavored to prevent bin guests
from being alarmed at, assuring them that it
was the shock of an earthquake, a phenomenon
with which his residence as nuncio in South
America had rendered him somewhat familiar.
However, before any further conjectures were
broached the floor, gave way, aud Pope, pre¬
lates, cardinals, generals, soldiers, and scholars,
were precipitated through it, without order of
precedence, amongst falling beams and frag¬
ments of masonry. Cardinal Antonelli's good
luck saved him alone, of all the cardinals pres¬
ent ; he was near the window, to which he clung
for support, but his eminent brethren Marini
and Patrizi were severely injured in the fall, as
was the French general, and a great number
of the Propagandi pupils.

Pio Nono himself descended uuhurt; and
sitting in his Papal chair, and was extricated
from the wreck amidst exclamations of tniraco-
lo! miracolo! from all around. In gratitudefor such an escape, his Holiness forthwith in¬
vited all who were able to follow him to enter
the church, aud with a loud voice intoned a

thanksgiving to the Almighty, and afterwards
received the sacramental benediction from
Monsignor Tizzani.

Meanwhile the wounded were extricated
from the ruins and conveyed to Rome in car¬

riages, much to the surprise of the peacefal
citizens who had assembled at the gates, and
were consternated to see, so many priests with
their heads tied up.
The great carpet, which had been spread

over the floor, is supposed to have broken the
Pope's fall by rendering it more gradual; but,
to whatever tutelar influence we may chooso to
attribute it, his Holiness certainly did escape
safe and sound, and the Roman Municipal
Council and Senate, viewing it in the light of
a prodigy, have given orders for a devout
thanksgiving to the Immaculate Conception
during three days, to commence on Monday
next.

A Fugitive Captured.. We staled, in the

Sentinel ofSaturday, that one of the prisoners in
the jail luade hia o*cap*> on Friday, ubout noon,
uud now mention that be lia* been captured.
Deputy Marshal Phillips, and several other olli
cers, intercepted bini uear Bclfsville, Maryland,
about nine o'clock at night, and immediately re¬

turned with him to thia city, und reinstated him hi

his old quarters. Had it not been for the early
discovery of the escape, eight or uine more pris¬
oners, probably, would have followed his exam¬

ple. They had secretly made an opening in the
wall, on the north side of the passage-wuy, in the
secoud story, and witbiu four feel of the prison
wall. The intervening distance was bridged, by
means of two bricks tied to one end of a blanket
and thrown over the coping, and the other lirmiy
secured to the building. Over this "connecting
link," the fugitive to whom we have alluded safe¬
ly travelled; reaching the wall, and then Idling
himself down to the street.a height of seventeen
leet.
The jail is au insecure, rickelly building, and,

iu all respects, a miserable apology for a prison.
Iiut little ingenuity is requisite to enable an in¬
mate to pick his way out, and to laugh at lock¬
smiths und keepers, for a brief season, at least.

It is scarcely worthwhile, however, lor prison¬
ers to attempt to escape, for eveu those who have
succeeded iu fleeing miles trom the premises have
been captured. Such was the case with Lucaa,
(Jiiibeifield, and Murphy, and, lastly, the young
mau, calling himself William While, who was,
during the last term of the Criminel Court, sen¬

tenced to imprisonment for three years, having
been convicted of "malicious," or an attempt at

burglury.
Sculpture..Several days ago we were highly

gratified with a visit to the studio of Vincenli,on
Capitol Hill. This Italian artist is a man of much
(arte und talent in the line of his profession, and is

assisted by Guiseppi, who attends to the cutting
of the marble. A bust of President Pierce, and
the figure of an Indiau girl in a kneeling posture,
holding in her hands a large shell, are the only two
finished works. The latter is intended to adorn
some part of the addition to the Capitol. There is
iu the Mudio a remarkably well-execut«*l bust, in
plaster! of an Indian chief who several mouths
ago visited Washington. A counterfeit of thin, it
in said, will also be made for similar a purpose.

Necessaries Of Lite*.Some of the uorlhem
papers, several weeks ago, were confidently pre¬
dicting a speedy decline in the prices of all kinds
of market produce^ but the happy time, so far as

this vicinity is concerned, has not began to dawn.
In Washington potatoes are now sold, by retail,
