In reply to your
Nt inguiry, 1 have to say that § wenl to
Carnp Apsiche Abolt two Yours ago for the
purpose of ublaining an Indiun goide 1o
explore the L linon eountry, After dili-
gent Inguiry for the sphoe of two days, |
found un Indian onlbhe reservation, and
thisa the only ane, who had ever vished
the soction 1o whieh Lbhese mines are sit-
unted, and be had nol been there sinee he
was & small boy. The country between
Camp Apache and Clifton is rough and
vroken, with Litle or woagricaltural fa-
ellities and ls only caleulated for wild,
hostile Apaches, The Indinns on the
White mountain reservaton never have
and never will use It

Ralative Lo your second inguiry 1 have
tomay: That Agent Hoberis came to Toe-
son on the 7th of June last, On meeting
him, he loformed me thoat he had come 1o
Tucson on very imporishtl business and
that It was chlefly with me. I told Lim
that I shonld be glad to see him ol any
time and woas always remdy to transact
businoss. He then said, In mther an un-
dertone, thal the whole business of keep-
ing in or excluding the Chifton mines had
been turned over to hilm, sod thei ns he
reported so It wonld go. I replied that I
was very glad to hear Uhis as 1t wus n mat-
ter of much importance to the besl inter-
ests of the Terrilory that these mines
should be worked, and that be knew as
well as I did that the Indlsns had never
oocupled and never would vecupy or in-
babit that section of the Territory, 1 then
told him that Mr. Harris, Chief Clerk in
the Surveyor General’s otfles, would glve
him all the Informution he desired rela-
tive to the location and vicinity of said

mines.

I believe that Mr. Hoberts did not speak
0 me n opon the subject, but Mr.
Harris rwards lnformed me that nt
Roberts made s hurrled call atihe Sur-
veyor General's office, nnd seemed to lake
but little interest In oblaind informa-
“tlon concerning matters which he himself
bhand spoken of as very lmportaul busi-
ness; that bhe merely glanced st the gen-
eral map of the Terrllory; and, on Mr.
Harris offering to show him the feld-
notes of the sorvey of sald mines, In or-
der to give him fuller Information, he saia
it was unnecessary and harried away.

My-applicatlon . patent io four mines
and oue millsite In Clifton copper mines,
anu;.ul colnty, Arizonn, wis minde Lharae
months and thiree days bofore Lie exten- |
sion of the White mountaln [ndinn rosér-
vation, and o proper statement to the De-
partment ls that the Indisn reservation |
infringes upon my rizhis.

Assoon 4 [ was notified thnt 1 was von-
sidered as hnving loeated on an Indinn
regarvation, 1 forwarded o petition Jor the
reduction of (e reservation with Jetters
from the authorities here, stating the fiets
to Agent Roberts, and requesting that he
torward the sime with his approvil to the
Geénernl Land offlee. 1 huve never heard
of those papers.

I do kpnow that I have been constantly
at work for nearly two years endeavoring
to gel Lhe title to my miines, having com- |
piled with all the requireiments of the law, |
and I am naturslly Indignant thet obsta-
ales should be placed In my way by par-
tles who have never begun or cirried out
any enterprises for the public good; who
develop nothing of our Terrilory's resoure-
¢, vet hinder nnd delay those who are
strugziing against very many diffiouities,
unless they are pold for services that are
yuestionubie,

It 1% u matter of greal importanee to the
miners of Arizona o know how long s pet-
Ly oificinl who bas pever vistted the mioes,
with the ald of u confederate, eanhinder
the Issuing of & putent, and what seale of
prices has been ngreed upon in arderto
aettle all opposition,

firm owning and working the copper
mines st Clitton, Arizons, localed on the
White mountain reservation, [ beg leave
respectfolly tw mbmit the following state-
ment of fuets: We Joctited snd were work-
ing these mines three months before It
wis declarsd an Indinn reservation, and
have bLeen constantly working ever sinee,
having expended $30,000 upon them.,

As =o0on as it eame o our knowledge
that the White mountain Indlan reserva-
tion embraced these mines, we petitioned
the proper aothorities at Washington, D,
., fura reduction of the reservation, so as
to excluds the mines.

About the 15th of June last, T received a
communicition from L. C. Hughes, o law-
ver resilling st Tueson, Arigona, of date
June §, 1574, which s berowith inclosed,
1 answered him und askeed who authoriz-
od him ioact in the matter of a reduction
of the reservation, and desired to be in-
formed who had been to expenss anod
trouble and incurred n.-npuuuibhlly; nlso,
that we were willlng (o do what was right,
and If wny exlu:nm.-,fmd been Incarred, we
were willing to refund the amount.

In answer to these Inguiries, I received
the communication from the suid party,
L. . Hughes, which Is also ing) , dnt-
ed June &8, 1574,

Fulling to getany definile Information,
I deemed It 1 Lo hnve u personal inter-
view with the swid Hoghes, and came to
Tueson, July 12, 1574

In & conveérsation with-him, he, Hughes,
stated that he was employed us attorney
by three parties in Washinglon who were
vested with aothority to reduce the reser-
vatlon or, to use his own words, **
gate the mine;” and that the parties de-
manded §£000 for the job.

I pressed him to name these parties but
he refused (o nome them.

1 desived o know purticularly who “had
bevn to trouble and expense in this affalr."
He noswercd that Agent Hoberts had in-
eurred them in coming to Tuecson from the
reservation,

Believing that it was a scheme upon the
part of Hughes and Roberts to exiort mon-
ey, | refused Lo comply with the demand.

fughes further sald st our interview,
thut | was at liberty loaclt my own pleas-
gre in the meuer, but gave ma clearly to
understand that lgeni Roberts coul ob |
any moment drive us away from the res-

ervation.
I believe the authoritles are willing to
the reduction upon atrue and cor-
rect representation of the fuets, and that
they have been awniting Agent Hoberts
report which has been withheld, for whaot
E)urpm the public can judge from the
régolng stalement and accompanying
leiters.

It s exceadingly doubtful now whether
the Clifton m'grur mines are upon the
White mountaln reservation or not; If
they are, they are upon the further edge,
where the Indlans never come and where
they could find nothing to live upon.. Fur-
ther, the mines were jocated and worked
three months before the llmits of that res.
gvauon were extended so as to embrace

duty to promote the public wellare, to
present you with these letlers and my
stutements: but acdressed to me as the
letters are, and hsving an undoubted be-
Ilef that the interests of the Terrilory are
lintsle to be injured without any possible
benelit to the Indiansnow or likely ever o
be on the White mountain reservation, I
can #ee but this one course consistent with
right.

First let me ask you lo consider nil the
letters with reference to the merits of the
application for reduction, and next to con-
sider st least the prima facle evidenee pre-
sented, that individuals who have doune
mueh to place our Territory of & prosper-
ous peace busis ure threatened with great;
infury to thelr legithmate enterprises or
be subjected to an unjust payment of a
large sum of money o secure what they
ought to have, and government is entire-
Iy willing they shouid have, without oth-
er thon luwiul und comparutively lnex-
pensive procvadings, Omitting much that
might be sald in elaboration of this case,
1 would refer to the signiticanco of thesa
fucts: | bhave reliable iInformation thnt on
the day following the receipt by him of
sour lustructions of Aprll 20, 18574, Agent
Jnmes K. Hoberts started for Tueson; that
he stated his object was torespond to s
written request by Gov, Safford to come
here; thnt after he arrived here and seeing
the Goverunor asnd holdiog the conversa-
tion detatled In the Governor's letter here-
with, he jerit him and did not confer with
him on the sulbject again, but made his
wssoclation and bhome with L, C. Hoghes
