I! will, however, be 'Vo Ihw1' n

duty of all who so thoroughly believe
in the system as did our present Chief

Justice profess to in 1801, to keep its

merits before the people and prevent
injury to it by all fair means.

If the public school system was good
and necessary in ISO 1 ; if laws to com-

pel attendance of children upon schools
in States wherein they were provided,
were sound then, they are now. At
that time our present chief justice
took the most ultra grounds in favor of
both, and his arguments were all in
favor of so framing the constitution as

to compel the legislature to act accord-

ingly. It was his sound record in this
and other respects as a maker f a

State constitution, that induced his
friends to make extraordinary, and
nearly successful, elloi ts to place him
upon the supreme bench of that State.
His elVorts there in behalf of public
schools, were believed to have been a.s

sincerely as they were earnestly made,
and owing to his well known religions
professions, the- - were particularly
notable. He took an active part in the
discus-ion- s on every important feature
of that organic law, but in none a more
decided and unmisfakcable part than
tin? one to establish a system of com-

mon schools including Ihe compulsory
provision. In the whole proceedings,
iie never spoke a word nor east a vote
except in earnest support of them.

In the light of our Chief Justice's re-

cent utterance-!- we could write volumes
to show his inconsistency the mildest

but at present we will simply make a
few quotations from his record as a

maker, in which capacity
he was averse, to trusting future legis-

latures with tliscrclieiiary powers, fear-

ing ;! some time, for popular or other
reasons, they would fail to come up to

his high standard on the public school
question. On Thursday, July 21,
Mr. Dunne offered this proviso to Sec-

tion 2 of the educational article of the
constitution:

44 Provided, that the legislature shall
have the power to pass such laws as
sha!! make it compulsory with parents
and guardians that all while children
under their charge, between the ages of
six and fourteen years, residing in in-

corporated cities or towns, shall receive
educational instruction for at least
ihive months in each year, unless phys-
ically or mentally incapacitated."

In argument on this subject, he de
clared himself in favor of a similar but
more sweeping provision in the consti-

tution framed by a previous convention
of the State in lGo, but with amend-

ments which he held were obviously
necessary particularly with reference
to confining the compulsory clause to
incorporated cities and towns, for said
Mr. Dunne:

44 It is from the cities and from the
class of children in' them which neg-lecl- s

to attend the puhlic schools,
that most of our criminals come, and I
maintain that where facilities for at-

tending school are afforded, it should
be made compulsory upon parents to
seud their children.

In no word spoken did he ever in-

timate that the public school fund
should be divided among a different
character of schools, but supported the
provision against such a policy, and he
even strongly opposed taking money
from this fund for a State University,
and on this subject Mr. Dunne used the
following unmistakeable language:

I believe, however, in turning our
undivided attention, in the first place,
to the common school system of the
State, and I do not think that the inter-
est derived from the school fund should
be taken from the common schools and
applied to the purpose of building up
a State University. Therefore, because
there is special "provision made else-

where for a Slate University, and be-
cause AVE OUGHT TO ENDEAVOR, IN THE
FIRST PLACE, TO SEC CUE TO OUK CHIL-

DREN THE ADVANTAGES OF A GOOD COM

MON school system, I move that this
last proviso in Section J be striken out.

Speaking generally as to the duty of
Ihe State to provide the children the
means of an education and compelling
them to attend school, Mr. Dunne de
clared on July 21, 104, in his official

capacity of a constitution maker,- as
follows:

My opinion is, therefore, that it is
the duly of the State to lurnish the
children the means of education, and
then as a corollary, if it is the duty of
the State to furnish tuilional facilities.

is the duty of the children to attend
upon them. There are many children
vho are daily squandering their time,

and what is far worse, contracting
habits which will ultimate in crime in

some form, and if we shall adopt some
provision by which the authorities can
exact their attendance upon the
schools, they may be saved from an
evil destiny, and the State will certain
ly lie the better tor it.

We do not care to pursue the subject

further in, this article. We may say

something more before Chief Justice
Dunne reconciles his present and pasl
course in fact if we ever do we think
we shall do it before that feat is accom-

plished. Many interesting features of
his course in behalf of constitutionally
establishing a system of common
schools which the legislatures of tuture
years should foster and maintain who--!

ther willing or no, arcirt alluded toinj
ihis article.

New Telegraph Company.

Our dispatches last week announc-
ed the organization of a new and pow-

erful company in San Francisco, to
build ancl operate telegraph lines in

the United States and Cañadas. The
names of Senator William Sharon,
Michael Keese, A. Cohen and "William

Burling aro among tho corporators,
and heneo the company possess means
to extend or purchase lines when and
where it pleases. "Whether or not the
corporators mean active and inde

pendent operations, remains to be
seen. The field is surely inviting.
Tho "Western Union is not only the
most oppressive monopoly in the mat-

ter of charges, in existence, but it ex-

ercises tho most baleful influence on
public affairs. Connected as it is
with tho Associated Press, it practi
cally makes public sentiment to suit

its interests on all subjects of home
and foreign affairs ; its power is used to

affect the credit of government and to

break down or build up public men

or measures according as they serve
or oppose the company's interest. "We

trust the new company meaiis imme-

diate and permanent business.
The government lines' in Southern

California and Arizona are an actual
proSt to the Western Union company.
By far the larger share of it- busi
ness at San Diego comes from Ari
zona, md vet it eonimies to charge

more than doublo tho rates per mile

that is charged over tho government
wires Tho charge from San Diego
to San Francisco is $1.50 per ten
word3, whcret6 it should be but seve-

nty-five cents to be in proportion to

the average of4 Arizona rates. But it
will not be long beforo a competing
lino up and down tho coast will be in

operation ; in fact ono now is to Los

Angeles and in less than a year will

ba to Yuma. So that if not sooner,

within a year, we will have reduced
rates for telegraphing; and the
amount that will then bo monthly
saved to Tucson, will reach hundreds

of dollars. Verily we arc not only

getting ahead, but the near futuro is

60 shaped in some respects, that we

can rely upon certain largo advan-
tages.

From The Miner of July 9:
A llaidyville correspondent says:

Large droves of sheep are still working
then- - way along the hot, dusty roads,
seeking pasture iu Arizona. About
thirty thousand have already crossed
the Colorado river at this place and
about t wenty five thousand are near by.
The droves that are behind are losing
many on account of the diy feed and
scarcity of water. Sheep oreattle com-
ing to this Territory should be driven
iu April or August ; June and July are
hot months on the desert and a bad
time to move stock. Should the Sum-
mer rains set in early and fall plentiful,
at least half a million sheep Mill be add-

ed to the flocks of Arizona from South-
ern California alone. The present out-
look for Arizona as a M'ool producing
country is that it will equal California
or any other State in the Union.

My resignation of the oflice of Post-
master at Prescott Mill be sent to the
President by next mail. It is for the
people to petition, naming my succes-
sor. Slaving from four o'clock in the
morning till nine at night is breaking
me down, and I am going to give it up.

, Artesian V! ells in Arizona.

Since last February, a law of Ari
zona has provided for the payment of

quite a handsome reward to the per-

son or persons who should first pro-

cure flowing water by means of ar-

tesian well3. Up-to- date, we believe
no actual effort has been made to pro-

cure water in that way, although we
hear that Messrs. McCoy & Goldberg
have machinery on the way to sink a
well in Tucson. Some talk of sink-

ing well3 in Yuma and Prescott was
reported as having occurred in those
towns, but of late we hear nothing
from either place on tho subject, but
aro assured t.hct one will scon be un-

dertaken in Tucson. Tho sooner the
better.

Parties in California, have got the
impression that $10,000 reward is of-

fered, which is $3000 above the sum.
Section 1 of tho act gives $3000 to the
person or persons who shall be first
in obtaining a flowing stream of arte-

sian water at any point in tho Terri-

tory, except on a military or Indian
reservation ; and if such flowing wa-

ter be obtained at a greater depth
than five hundred feet, then an addi-

tion of $2000 shall be given. Sec-

tion 2 provides that after tho water
has continued to flow uninterruptedly
for six months, and proof of the fact
bo given to tho Territorial Auditor,
he shall draw his warrant for tho
sum due under tho act, and tho Terri-

torial Treasurer Bhall pay tho same.
The act is not limited in the time of
its effect, and it has been in force
einco February 1, 1875.

Tho act is surely liberal and ought
to incito rivalry in sinking for arte-

sian water. Tho conditions seem fa-

vorable to success in most all parts of
the Territory. Mountains exist in all
parts, and with few exceptions, are
full of springs, and many of them
aro more or less timbered to the 'sum-

mits, especially in all tho canyons ex-

tending from bale to top. Hundreds
of tho most valuable stock-ranch- es

can be acquired by getting artesian

good land covered with excellent
grass only a few miles southwest of
Tucson," and thcro is hardly a doubt

but artesian water could be obtained
on it at comparatively little depth.
Onco obtained, the land would be very
valuable. The surrounding moun-

tains all contain living Bprings. But
it seems until somebody successfully
sinks a well, however easily and
cheaply it may bo done, no general

interest will be aroused on the impor-

tant subject, and in this belief the leg
islature evidently passed tho act re-

ferred to. To give our readers some
practical statistics on the subject, we
reprint the following, showing the
wells on tho Union Pacific railroad,
beginning at Separation and extend-

ing along tho lino 108 miles to Eock
Springs :

One at Separation, 6,900 feet above
sea level, is 1180 feet deep, the water
rising to within ten feet of the surface.

At Crestón, 7,030 feet elevation, the
well is only 300 feet deep, furnishing
abundant supply of water at that
point.

At Washakie, 6,097 feet elevation,
the well is 638 feet deep. The water
rises fifteen feet above tho surface,
and flows at the rate of 800 gallons
per hour.

At Bitter Creek, 6.6S5 feet eleva-

tion, the well is 696 feet deep, dis-

charging at the surface 1000 gallons
per hour, and with pumping yields
2169 gallons per hour.

At Point of Locks, elevation 6,490
feet, the well Í3 1000 feet deep, and
the supply of water abundant, al-

though it does not rise to the surface

nearer than seventeen feet.
At Eock Springs, at an elevation of

6,280 feet, the well is 1156 feet deep,
and discharges at the surface 960 gal-

lons per hour, or at twenty-si- x feet
above tho surface, 571 gallons p?r
hour.

Eock Springs is 6,280 feet above
the sea level, and is tho lowest of the
six places named, and the Mrell at
that place is 1156 feet, while at Cres-
tón, at an elevation of 7,030 feet, only
300 feet of boring is required to furn-
ish an abundant supply of water.

THE COLORADO DESERT.

This sandy and burning area of
country lying west of the Colorado

river and between us and the settled

portion of California, has been a source
of great damage to Arizona. The

press of California too often connected

it in some way with our Territory, and
travelers and emigrants from the west

having to cross it en route hither,
generally credited the hardships of

passing over it to the greatly inferior
ones experienced in Arizona. Of late
years, that desert has had much at-

tention by men in public life who

have never seen it, but think some-

thing ought to bo.dono to iuprove it,
and who believe eoraething in that
lino can ba dono. We rather think
the idea of opening up a channel
to tho Gulf of California, expecting
thereby to overflow it with ocean
water, has been abandoned. Just new

a party under command of Lt. Geo. M.
Wheeler of the U. S. Engineer Corps,
is ordered by him to make a thorough
investigation of the practicability of

irrigating it by turning the Colorado

liver on it. Lieutenant Bergland is

in im mediato command of the party
and his instructions are to make a
most thorough investigation of all
point3 worth knowing ia connection

with tho desert and fiver.
So in the course of a few months,

we shall have very definite and relia-

ble information with reference to that
de3ort and its possible irrigation by

turning the river. If it be demostrated

that tho river can be turned upon the
desert, tho next question must be,

whether such diversion will be per-

mitted? And wo think" this is one

about which there can be little if any
doubt, for it is hardly probable that
a great navigable stream may bo des-

troyed upon any account short of a

superhuman one. However, thi3 scien-

tific examination can hardly fail to

developo some useful information.
Tho desert now spanned by tele-

graph and soon will bo again with
the addition of a railway, thereby mak- -

of secondary importance to Arizona

The closing paragraph of Lieut
Wheeler's instructions to Lieut. Berg-laud- ,

reads :

Your attention should bo specially
directed to areas of marked depression
along the route and their geographical
extent, with approaches thereto, as
far as practicable. The flow of the
river and tho character of its sedi
ments will bo determined at Camp
Mojavo and at the mouth of tho Rio
Y irsren. Incidentally you win aeter
mine the points at which artificial res
ervoirs can bo most easily construct
ed, taking advantage cf the contour
of the ge basins ; the more
or less impermeable character of the
soil underlying them : tho value for
agricultural purposes of arid tracts
encountered, if M'ater can bo had, and
the probable ambunt that can be re-

claimed; tho analysis of alkaline,
saline and other deposits ; the proba-
ble climatic changes to ensue ; charac-

ter of the present vegetation ; probable
changes in the average total flow of
the river in different seasons etc., etc.

Lieutenant Bergland remains in

the field till October 15. Eeturning
then to Los Angeles, he will reduce

his notes and submit his report to
headquarters at Washington. In the
field ho will be aided by Gilbert
Thompson, topographer, and Dr.

Oscar Loew, chemist and mineralogist,

besido a numerous corps of other as-

sistants.

Late dispatches show that the ex-

citement about gold in the Black Hills
county, was raised upon but few colors

of gold. Why it was done at all, is

yet a mystery. Prominent military
officers (Custar being tho principal)
started the golden stories, but Col.

Fred Grant soon after pronounced

them exaggerations. After all, by

aid of tho eastern press which will
work up any thing for an excitement,

no matter to what extent tho public is

damaged, the reports of plenty of gold

were again circulated and to some ex-

tent believed ; but lately the Interior
Department has sent out Professor

Jenney to examino into and report the
facts, and ho says but very little geld
has been found, and not enough to in-

sure any general mining. And so an-

other fraud is exposed. A Sioux city
dispatch of the 11th says the troops
were ordered to leave Fort Eandall to
drive tho miuers out.

From The Sentinel of last Saturday:
