ThC POSTMASTElt Genkrai. wnrns hi.l- -
ders and their sureties to acquaint them-
selves fuliy with the laws of Congress
relating to contracts for tho carrying of
tho mails, (the Important provisions of
which are cited herein.) and also to famil
iarize themselves witii lue instructions and
forms herein furnished, before thev shall
assume any liabilities as such bidders or
sureties, and to prevent misapprehension
orcausoof complaint therentter.

Postmastkks are required to make
themselves fiimlllar with tho laws and
these Instructions that they may be able
to Inform uud direct others.

1. Seven minutes arc allowed to each In-
termediate oliice. when not otherwise
specified, for assorting the mails.

2. On routes whero the mndo of con
veyance admits of it, the special agents of
t tic Post olfico Department, also post of-
fice blanks, mall bags, locks and keys,
are to be conveyed without extra charge.

3. "Waybills" or receipts, prepared by
postmasters or other agents of tho Depart
ment, win accompany tnc mans, specify-
ing the number and destination of thu
several bags, to be examined by tho
postmasters, to Insure regularity in the
delivery of bags and pouches.

4. 2o pay win no maao tor trips not
performed; and for each of such omis-
sions, if the failure be occasioned by the
fault of the contractor or carrier, three
times tho pay of the trip will be deducted.
For arrivals so far behind time as to break
connection with depending mails, and
not sutllciently excused, one fourth of the
compensation for the trip Is subject to

For repeated delinquencies of the
kind herein specified, enlarged penalties,
proKirtIou to tho nature thereof and tho,
Importance of the mall, may be mndc.

5. For leaving behind or throwing off
tho malls, or any portion of them, for the
admission of passengers, or for being con-
cerned iu setting upor running an express
conveying Intelligence in advance of theman, a quarter's pay may he deducted.
