France, the destruction of whose

imperial army wc hailed as the prom-
ise of disarmament, is now orgauiziug

for five year; not all serve this length
of time, a certain proportion who arc
drawn br lot being forloughed after
six iinmihs' sen-ice- ; another class in
pursuit of a liberal education get off
by volunteering for one year, passing
an examination in their studies and
paying a commutation money of $300.
Then there arc the "reservists," so- -

called, the older men, who are sup-- '
posed to have graduated from the
active army. Once in two years the
reservists meet and drill for a fort-
night. They have just been under
drill, the men being called out in t!ie
same order as if the present organiza-
tion had been in force for some years.
Nine corps of 20.000 men each" have
thus been under drill, many of them
veterans of the hist war, but" strangers
to the new am (the fusil gras) which
has been adopted since they were iui
the field. A third grand division is!
the Territorial army, or men from thir-- j
ty-fo- to forty years of age, who are
only to be called out in dctense of
the district in which they are enrolled.
The whole male population are given
a legal status as belligerents, in order
to protect them from any of those'
scruples which led the Germans, it is
said, to shoot citizens in defense of
thetr homes because they were irregu-
lars. But, practically, every man from
twenty to forty years of age is a part
of the ami'.

Does it need to be
argued that if Germanv, with the
cold standard, finds herselt short ofl
curniriey, that France, the United
States and India cannot adopt the same
standard without producing the most
serious monetary derangement? To
throw so vast a niass of silver a would
lie demonetized out of use, would in-

flict great loss on the holders of silver,
either as bullion or currency, and the
supply of gold cannot be spread over
so vast a surface. Chcago Tribune.
