at the request of Gov. Saflbrd and un
der the superintendence of Agent John
P: Ulum.

Afier that dale, the renegade Chiri- -

cahuas found a ready-mad-e asylum and
gywrnment supplies at Hot Springs or
Southern Apache Agency in New ilex.
ico. March 19, 1877, Gov. SafTord ad-

vised the Commissioner of Indian Af
fairs that the Indians of that reserve
should be removed to San Carlos
another agent appointed that had the
firmness and disposition to do his duty.
An order at once came to Agent Cluin
to go and arrest the renegades, and
bring them to San Carlos. This order
is being successfully executed, as will
be seen by telegrams and letter in to-

day's Citizen, with the additional good
work of removing all the Iudiaus found
there, which practically ends that asy-

lum for hostile Indians.
Agent Clum's letter of April 24,

shows two importaut facts at this junct-
ure, viz: That the Apaches which have
been depredating in Arizona were har-

bored and fed at "Warm Springs and
also what an important part the Ter-

ritorial scouts under CapU Beauford
played in the capture of some, at least,
of these very same Indians. Every
man of common sense and fairness-- ,

now can but admit the good policy ot
sending the scouts to that Agency.
They quickly and well performed an
important duty, and promptly started
back to intercept or capture others of
the same nest of depredators. The dis-

patch of Lieut. Vetlder shows clearly
what great importance Gen. Hatch, an
active and useful and well disposed
mililary comm..nder, attaches to the
breaking up of this reservation and the
removal of the Indians; and it is
indisputable that for this thorough
work, the primary and much of the
subsequent credit, is due Gov. A. P. K.
SalToid and Agent John P. Clum. The
military under Col. Wade is highly
complimented in public aud private
dispatches by Agent Clum. Gen. Hatch
evidently appreciates and promptly per-

forms his duty as intended by the laws
of the country and in the spirit of the
orders of the department at Washing-
ton.

In this connection, it is proper to re
mark that when Gen. AY. Vandever, U.
S. Indian Inspector, was here in 1873.

he saw that both the Chiricahua and
Tulerosa reserves were asylums for the
hostile Indians. He recommended the
breaking up of both; the sending ol
the Tulerosas beyond the Rio Grande
to or about Fort Stanton, and rhe Ch'n-lcahu- as

to San Carlo. He saw the
Tulerosas were coming to Chiricahua
and there being fed, joined the Chiri
cahuas in raids into Sonora, and there-

fore issued peremptory order that the
former be no longer fed at the Agency
of the latter. The Tulerosas were on-

ly removed to Warm Springs, this side
of the Kio Grande, and they have ever
since been in with the Chiricahua ren-

egades, so that in relation to thefts and
murders in Arizona, the Warm Springs
Agency look the exact place of the
Chiricahua. Now that both are brok-

en up, the hostilus will have no govern-
ment food and protection aud care, aud
we believe soon will be killed or com-

pelled to live peaceably on some re
serve. The outlook lor early peace in
Arizona is surety bright, and to the
right action of Gov. SaiFord, Agent
Clum and of the military under Gen.
Hatch, arc the people indebted there-
for.

AGENT CI.V3VH SUCCESS.

Details of Ills Operations at Hot
Springs I'lonseney and Xolsice,
Where tlivy Rat I aud Feed.

Southern Apache- Agency, N. M.,
April 24, 1877.

Mr. John Wasson: On the after
noon of the 20th I took an escort of
twenty-tw- o police and came into this
agency, leaving Capt. Beauford with
the remainder of our grand army
about ten miles out. On my arrival,
which was just before sundown, I
learned that Eronemo or Geronemo
had been here the same day for rations.
The troops would not be in until the
22d, but I determined to make a strike
at once. I accordingly sent a messen-

ger out to Capt. Beauford to ask him
to come in with his command before
daylight of the morning of the 21st.
At 4 o'clock on that morning, Beauford
was here, and his men all shut up iu
the mam commissary building. I at
once sent for the chiefs of this reserva
tion to talk with them. About fifty of
them came up to the agency, and as
they supposed I had only my escort of
twenty-tw- o police, they were prepared
to be very mean, but when I got them
all ready to hear what I had to say,
the commissary door was opened aud
eighty more police were thrown into a
formidable skirmish line, which com-

pletely surprised and surrounded the
Hot Springs gentry. Some of the boys
who were mounted, made an attempt
to ride away in disgust, but several
needle-gun- s were leveled on them and
they were persuaded to return aud
hear what I had to say. I toll them
my orders in a few words and took a
needle-gu- n from Eronemo, a Winches-
ter from another aud several other
guns from various red brethern. Then
Eronemo was ordered to march out
and surrender to Capt. Beauford, which
he did a ith reluctance, and was evi-

dently undecided whether to fight to
the last with his knife or to give him-

self up. Just here Sergt. Rip of Capt.
Beauford's company, stepped up and
took the knife from Eronemo's belt,
and Capt. Beauford came down with
his needle-gun- , and Eronemo was our
prisoner. We then took Gordo's son,
and after a few remarks explaining our
new relations, the men were permitted
to go to camp, haying been ordered to
attend count in the afternoon. About
one hour before sundown we counted
434. After count I arretted one of the
three Indians who stole the sev n head
of horses from San Pedro-- on the 8th
inst., of which I wrote you from Camp
Bowie. You will remember Capt. L.
ipodacs was following their trail.
These three Indians reached the reser
vation three days before I did.

During the night of the 21st, the In
dians all got drunk and weut to the
hills, badly scared at their own shad
ow, so tlial at count on tne u, i uau
only about 175. Colonel Wade and his
command arnyed here on the 22d, and
it was feared the Indians would not
appear again at the agency, but yester
day most of them came back, and to-da- y

I have about 400 men, women and
children. I have fourteen prisoners;
among them aie Eronimo, Gordo, son

of Gordo, aud two of the three Indians
who stole the horses on th. San Pedro
on the 8th mstaut, Eronimo, Gordo's
son aim another Indian i Have in
chains.

To day I had a talk with the principal
men and they have consented to move
to San Carlos. There will be no fight-

ing here and I will get nearly every
one.

Pionsenaj' and nine men left here
about three weeks ago; Nolgecand his
party left about four weeks ago, and
are now raiding in Sonora and Arizo-

na. I am officially informed by the
Acting Agent that at least forty Indians
are now on raids in the southwest, who
draw rations here!

I will leave here as soon as proper
arrangements can be made for tran-

sportation, &c.
Capt. Beauford left here yesterday

morning with his company and thirty
days' rations, aud will pick up any

thing he can find between here and the
Dos Cabezas mountains. He has a

good company aud is an excellent scout.
I gave him 3000 rounds of ammunition
just before he left.

Colonel Wade and his command are
doing all in cheir power to assist and
insure success. l ours very truly,

The completion of the overland line
'eastward via Santa Fc by government
and that of the Atlantic and Pacific
line to Yuma, very materially increases
the facilities lor telegraphing to and
from Arizona. Should the direct east
eru line be down, we have the western
with two lines at present west of Yuma
Owing to the necessity of the telegraph
in railroading, it is not likely the line
will ever be down twelve hours at a
time between Yuma and San Francisco,

We surmise that some arrangement
will be made by which government
will cease to operate the line between
Yuma and San Diego, and that the
public business westward will go over
the Atlantic and Pacific. This line can
be more cheaply kept in repair and
managed than the one to Sail Diego,
because of the railway along its side,
ana the influences are powerful that
will be brought to bear to secure the
Arizona private business over it. ' We
are much mistaken if the new line does
not soon succeed to all the westward
business from luina. And we are
not prepared to say that wc are pleased
at the prosptct, for the government
line has served the people and press
well and at low rates, and if the new
line gets complete hold, it may not do
so well in all respects. While we hope
for the best, it is rather much to hope
